with the regularity of a constitution­
ally limited service, but when the life 
tenure of an inheritance has ceased. 
Westminster has not witnessed a cor­
onation for over seventy years and 
the event of Saturday, following the 
longest reign in English history, will 
owe much of its hearty spontanicty, 
much of its manifestation of reveren­
tial allegiance to the memory of the 
illustrious queen whose son has lift­
ed the mantle of a nation’s trust to 
wear it for an indefinite time and r«:'-s 
it unsullied to the next in succession. 
One cannot read in the history of the 
Britain of today a reason for the dis­
establishment of a limited monarchy 
but in it is exemplified the world's 
best example of a contented and pros­
perous people. Strange as it may 
seem there is no example of national 
government today representing a clear­
er case of government by the people 
and for the fwople than is developed 
by a study of the adaptation and ad­
ministration of British laws. The King 
is the ideal British man, the person­
ality of the government, burdened per­
haps with rights and dignities, but lim­
ited in his capacity to direct the na­
tional affairs. He is the mouthpiece of 
an executive of the people and under 
the British constitution monarchical 
rule and rule by the people are syn- 
onoinous terms. Aud when in a few 
days, King Edward VII is crowned, 
there will be no murmurings of dis­
content among his people, no thought 
that, in tj$Ése days when one man’s 
right and one man’s might is as good 
as another’s, it savors of childish­
ness to invest in a man such supreme 
importance as is associated in the 
theory of KingshipvEngland 
governed by a king since the time 
when Roman rule ceased except for 
the days of the commonwealth of 
Cromwell, but wonderful changes have 
been wrought in the discretionary 
powers and privileges of her rulers. 
The British constitution is a growth 
that, illogical, inconsistent and vic­
ious as it may have been in the cen­
turies of the past, has now been shap­
ed to a purpose that is eminently prac 

. tical, securing dignity to the sover­
eign and liberty to the people. What 
more can be desired? The trappings of 
royalty may be but a farce, but there 
are many farces in national govern­
ment more ridiculous than these. The 
British people are intelligent and their 
acceptance of a law- under the sign 
manual of their king is an exercise of 
judgment as commendable as the sub­
mission of the people of a republic 
to an enactment hacked and distorted 
by the play of political parties. The 
fact that the coming coronation will 
be conducted with such unanimous 
sanction from the people of the Uni­
ted Kingdom is the evidence indispu­
table that there is no thought that 
the rule of kings is undesirable. The •' 
masses are resting content in the be­
lief that their interests are well served 
and their expression of admiration 
and reverence at this time are less the 
new expression of homage to a sover­
eign than the satisfaction they feel in 
the greatness of the empire to which 
they belong, and in the knowledge 
that under British laws the dominions 
of truth, liberty and justice have been 
established more widespread and with 
greater stability than under any other 
human agency. ' Edward Rex, as the 
inheritor of the throne, is a personal­
ity as popular as ever an elective of­
fice secured and the weak point of her­
editary rulership in this instance cannot 
be urged to its disadvantage. Of a 
broad mind and statesmanlike grasp 
of his duties and the services of which 
he is the head, and of ripe experience, 
the new king will have the respect of 
all nations ai<l not from the British 
empire alone will go up the hearty,

To the Editor of the Monitor:
you again kindly allow me 

to refer in j'our columns to the above 
mentioned work. When I first under­
took to complete what Mr. Calnek had 
begun, and concluded to combine in 
one the three different volumes which 
ho had at various times contemplated, 
I at first thought of limiting the edi­
tion to 1000 or 1250 copies, but I re­
ceived so much correspondence with 
anxious inquiries as to when it would 
be out, especially from various parts 
of this county, indicating such a strong 
demand for it, that I was induced to 
raise the number to 1625, allowing 125 
copies to give away to the press and 
to those who had given me more or 
less help. Just after I had decided 
this no less than three gentlemen, 
nected with books and literature, ten­
dered me advice on the subject, de­
claring that it would be a great mis­
take to issue a less edition than 2000 
copies. Of these Hon. J. W. Longley 
advised me that 1500 would be requir­
ed in Annapolis County alone, 
increase added 9250 or $300 to the cost 
of the book. I feel ashamed to make 
it known through your columns that 
not more than about 250 copies have 
been sold in the county of Annapolis, 
and half of those by a travelling agent 
at a commission of 40 per cent. About 
250 or 300 have been sold abroad, par­
ticularly in the United States and New 
Brunswick. -To make the proceeds pay 
the cost of publication would require 
about 8250, or the sale of 150 copies 
at $3.25, making allowance for the sel- 
er’s commission. What seems particu­
larly hard is that except in St. 
John, Halifax and Yarmouth, no one 
buys it in a book store, but almost all 
wait for the travelling agent, whose 
commissions are necessarily double. I 
intended before this to issue a supple­
ment with corrections to the genealo­
gies and additional historical items of 
interest, but of course I cannot do so 
in the present financial state of the 
business. I have been unable to get 
any reliable canvassers for the eastern 
and southern parts of the county, and 
the western part of Kings, a territory 
that ought to be good for all that I 
desire to sell. In Massachusetts liberal

tat Representative1 Littlefield of Maine 
has been taken into the councils of the 
President, and is likelv to be promin­
ent in urging the proposed measure 
upon Congress. It is known that the 
President is deeply interested in the 
regulation of trusts; and there is ev­
ery reason to believe that his interest 
will take the form of practical sug­
gestion to Congress. It is doubtful, 
however, whether Mr. Littlefield’s re­
lation to the proposed legislation is 
as intimate as some journals have sta­
ted. The probabilities seem to be 
that a bill will be prepared during the 
summer, the provisions of which will 
be divulged to the country in one or 
two speeches by some member of the 
Cabinet during the autumn campaign. 
There is every reason to suppose that 
wherever practical Suggestions the Pres­
ident makes will be thoroughly con­
structive in character, and that the 
legislation which he has in mind will 
disclose no features not already out­
lined in his message of last December 
and iff hts speech at Pittsburg. It is 
not expected that he will take up the 
matter of tariff revenue in connection 
with the trusts; but it is quite certain 
that he will seek in some way to se­
cure publicity in the management of 
trusts and in all their relations with 
the public. His course is probably 
best outlined in a few words from his 
message of last December: “Publicity 
is the only sure remedv which we can 
now invoke. What further remedies 
are needed in the wav of governmental 
regulation or taxation can only be de­
termined after publicity has been ob­
tained by nrocess of law and in the 

of administration. The first 
requisite is knowledge, full and 
plete—knowledge which may be made 
public to tho world.’’
