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permission to return ‘to his post among the Illinois
savages. Returning to Europe, the Jesuits first
land at the Spanish port of St. Sebastian, where
there is a college of the .order, in which they are
gladly welcomed. To their surprise, they meet here
and at Bayonne many of their brethren from France,
_also exiled by decrees of the parliaments there.
After a time they proceed to Paris, to present
KD Abbadie’s letter to the duke de Choiseul.
