revdnd, but be bad seen them cbeeriully surrender a
large portion of their own property to prowote the good
af tho csuse n which they wers ongaged, and year by
yuar givo up the greater proportion of their inconie
10 supply, nat the'r owa wants, but the wants of those
over whom they ministered.
