INCUBATOR POINTERS.

Correct temperature for hatching all
varieties of eggs : 103 after the third day;
102 for the first three days.

Run the machine for one or two days he-
fore putting in the eggs, or until the heat
can be held evenly and regularly at 102,

Don’t force the heat up too rapidly at
first.

Commence turning on the morning of the
second day. Turn the eggs every twelve
hours.

Stop turning on the evening of the eight-
eenth day.

Begin to cool on the fourth day, slightly
at first, gradually increasing the time as
the hatch advances from ten to thirty
minutes, according to outside temperature.

Stop cooling on the eighteenth day.

Use ventilation and moisture as the size
of the air cell in the eggs demand.

MANAGEMENT OF AN INCUBATOR

After the machine is in position, firm,
and perfectly level, the next duty is to
start the lamp. This should have a good
wick, neatly trimmed, and the oil wused
