the last number of the Missions Catholiques, 88y8
that all the Armenian neo-schismatics have come
back to Catholicism. They have rcsto:sd the
church to Mgr.

Although the Alt-Catholics ot Cologne aro al-
ready in possesaion of a church, thc.Ober-Presxden;
has approved of their impudent’ clmm‘fo.r the lnrg.e
parish church of St. Gercon,and decreed vthut it
should be given over to them for joint-use with
the Catholics. By this iniquitous order .10,000
Catholics lose their church, their own rightfal
property. The indigoation which this new u'cf. of
Prussian despotism has roused at Coloyne is said to
‘o indiscribable, The Alt-Catholics of Essen, know-
ing beforehand that their demand .will be granted
in spite of tho gmallness of their number, have
petitioned the Government for tho joint possession
of St. John's Church.

Tho Catholics of Bienue, in Switzerland, were
some time ago deprived of their church, which was
~iven over to the new sect called Old Catholics.
’i‘he Jetter failed to find employment for it and
sold it bodily to the Protestants, An application
was then made to the Federal Tribubal, by the
first owners, to annul the sale, but the tribunal has
refused to meddle with it.

According to the Italian journalg the receipts of
the propagandn amounted in 1875 to 5,597,463 lire,
or £223,898. Of this sum 067,348 lire were spent
on tho missions of Europe, 2,036,262 on those in
Asia, 705,378 on those in Africa, 808,940 on those

in America, 533,198 on those in Australia, and 359;-

The evangelical Bundesboie summing up the la-

mentable condition of Protestantism in Germany,
considered as a source of religious life, as disclos'ed
in the recent discussions of the Prussian Asssocia-
tian for Home Missions, says:— The Roman Ca.
tholic Church-has in this matter far outstripped us.
She is—who can deny it 2—the Church of the peo-
ple. Even the Cullurkampf has not been able to
separate the bishops from the Papal Bee, orto
emancipatethe people from the infiuence of tho cler-
gy. This Cullurkampfhas rathor tended to promotein
the Roman Church the growth in tboir head and
members of a well-disciplined united spirit, Not
the Jeast foundation for this effect in the fact that
the Roman Church has understood how to seize on
all chases and portions of the popular life, on all
the interesting questions of the day, on all the
claims and neccssities of the time, She does not
content herself with referring the faithful to her
cverlasting home, aund bidding them find consola-
eion in heaven, nor docs she adjourn the solution of
every social question to that distant land.”

The Missions Catholiques publishes a lotter, written
on the 1st of August, by a French Jesuit missionary;
Pere Dechevrens, at Kiang-Nan, Chine, who is also
director of the magnetic and meteorological observa-
tory at Zi-Ka.wei, near Shanghae, This letter fully
confirms the horribleaccounts, received a few weeks
ago, of a murderous attack made by certain fanatics
on the native Christians at Ngan-hoei, and gives a
fearful idea of the dangers to which the Catholic
missionaries in China were exposed at thai date. It
aleo states that a number of the native converts had
taken refuge in the mountains, while other had
apostatised—at least ostensibly—to save themsclves
from the tortures and massacre inflicted on many
of their brethren. Forty-five houses belonging to
the mission had been sacked and burat, and stil)
greater troubles were expected. It was believed on
good grounds that the outrages were instigated, and
the criminals protected, by mandarins bigh in auo-
thority. The French Ministerat Pekin, the Vicomte
Brenier de Montmorand, had gone to Shanghae in
company with Sir T. Wade, the Epglish Minister-
At Su-tchuen the injury donc to property had been’
even more considerable, the persecution having
raged there for the last two yeurs.

The police in Ireland are more numerons than the
criminals, there being 22 constables to every 10,000
inhabitants, and only 19 criminals. In England and
Wales tho police are less numerous.

A Betlin despatch to the Daily News reports that
Bismarck refused to receive Edham Pashn, the ‘Turk-
ish ambassador to Germany, who called to take
leave before starting for Constantinople. The ap-
pointment of Edbam Pasha us the Plenipotentiary
of Turkey at the Conference, is considered unfavor-
able to peace, because he is known to bo uncom-
promieing in his views,

The Times reviewing the prospects of the Confer.
enco, says the speoific proposals which will come
before 1t, have been examined In cvery capital 1n
Europe. The conclusion is universal that they
present no insuperablo obstacle to peace. Under the
leadership of the English and Russian Plenipotiaries
they may be so moulded as to command the support
ef cvery guaranteeing Power, and secure the accept-
anco of the Porte.

Letters received at Berlin report that the Russian
army of the Pruth has been farnished with clothing
suitable tor a wintor campaign, The Commander
in-Chief's staffl the commissariat, the engineering
arttillery, and other staffs of the army have been
formed.

GAMBLING.

The vice of gambling is one that few persons
suspected of having any very extcnsive prevalence
in our midst. The professional gambler is locked
down upon, his society is shunned and the com
munity at large are fully alive to the degradation to
which so debasing practice reduces its votaries.
Whilst cards and dice are thus tabooed gambling
in another form, bas sprung up in our midst and a
host of so-called gentlemen now earn princely liveli-
hoods and in fact live on the fat of-the land through
a specis of respectable gambling koown as stock-
broking which has attained propertions in our
midst that are really alarming.

The monster proportions of this wew phase of
gambling in our quiet commuuity, were compar-
atively unknown, uniil the exposures Jately made,
through a disagrcement amongst some of the frater-
nity in our miniatare Wall Street a few days sgo.
Rival firms of brokers had a falling out over con-
siderablo sum of money letters were written to the
press on both sides in which accusations were made
which if true ought to consign the perpetrators of
the alleged frauds to cverlasting infamy, but sud-
denly the whole . affair was settled, the antagonists
shook hands over the difficulties which it is stated
have becn amicably erranged and the public have been
deprived of & further insight into the rottenness of
a system which threatens disaster to all who em-
bark in the wild speculations for fortune making
which are so temptingly offered to the unwary.

| Stock-broking may have all the outward appear-

ances of honesty and propriety, but as it is now car-
ried on it is neither more nor Joss than gambling
under another name, and it behoves thosc who are
charged with the surveillance of the public weal to
mako such laws as will confine the operations with-
in legitimate limits, Already there bave been
judgments of our Courts stamping thesc transactions
with the stigma of illegality, but wntil we have
stringent enactments againgt this form of gambling
unprincipled men will cortinue to grow rich on the
money of thosc who not being in the ring and being
ignorant of the wire pulling may be seduced into a
practice which can end in nothing but disaster, The
exposure recently made, will we hope be productive
ot good results aod act as a caution to those who
might be tempted to try their luck amongst the
manipulators of the rise and fall of the Stock mar-
ket. '

REGISTRATION OF VOTERS.
1Ixgzst DISTINGTION AGAINST IRELAND—A PLEA ror
) SeLr-GoversueNT.

Many people belicve, and find an argoment
against Irish agitation in their belief thaé the Irish
people receivetrom English Laws and the Eoglish
Government the same treatment as other portions
of the British isles; were they right in such belicf,
they wounld to a certzin extent be right in their
strictures upon the eternal risings, peaceful and
warlike, which have kept the Green Isle in a per-
petual ferment. We say to a certain extent, for ad”
mitting the doctrine of nationalities assented to by
Eogland and justified by her statesmen in their
specches and despatches when referring to otaer coun-
{ries, the Irish, being 2 conquered race, have every
right to throw of the yoke, being a distinct race
they have an equal right to demand thay they
should be gqverncd only by their own countrymen,
But leaving aside this modern argument of nation-
ality by which England has justified every rzbellion
of the subjects of other powers and approved the oa-
nibilation of the smaller states ian Italy and Ger-
many, we say that the Irish are treated by the Brit-
ish Government as alien’s. Not only does an Eng-
lish Lord Lisutenant rule in ihe Castle, but the
castle authorities themsclves arc in a great majority
Eoglishmen unaquainted either with the Irish
people or their history ; not only arc Magistrates,
Bheriffs and other public officials chosen 'by{ the Eng-

lish Goyérnment but they aré chosén from a small

first principles of law, the fundamental grounds of
equity aro set aside in Ireland, aud distinctions arc
made in the application of tlielaw in Ireland which
in England would be counsidered an outrage. A
worse instance could not be furnished than the dif-
ference made between Eogland and Treland in the
matter of the registration of voters. In both coun.
trios the Voters' Lists, are prepared by the proper of-
ficers; in both countries the lists ave subject to ob-
jection and revisal. InIrcland the manuer of revisal
is a mockery, an outrage upon the people, a denial
of all the principles of law in itself a sufficient

proof that Ireland is governed for the wealthy and
the interests of England alone, In the latter.coun-
try, if an Elector objects to any name‘upon the
List he must prove his objection ; being Tlaintiff
he must furnish the grounds of his pretentions and
be at the trouble and costs of proving his case ;
in all countries, in every species of litigation, the
principle is admitted thaton the affirmer falls the
burden of sustaining his affirmation. Not so in Ire-
Iaed apy person may object to any number.of names
upon the Voters’ Lists, and then his trouble ends.
A personal grudge against another, a malicious
desire to injure arival, a systematic design to annoy
political opponents, or to diminish lheirstrengtb'
any motivo however low or dishonest is considered
sufficient reason to upset the whole registration
gystem, and all the respousibility, the labor and ex-
pense to counteract the dastardly attempt falls upon
the victim ; the Irish voter unlike the English voter
must then prove rights, while the objector need
undergo no trouble, nor punishment however unjust
aud maligpant may have been his action. The
wealthiest proprietor as well as the poorest cotter ina
county may sce his namestruck off by the paid min-
ion ofan opponent, and find himself obliged to bring
witnesses and documents to prove a right which
elsewhere the law of itself recognizes; to the poor
voter this is no trifling matter, lawyers must be
retained, witnesses produced, journeys to the Ceurt
undertaken, and ail at the cost of the man whose
right may have been denied by a worthless tool.
And the experience is that almost everywhere such
objections are raised; so much so, that patriotic
Irishmen bave been obliged to organize Committees
in orderto prevent whole counties from being practi-
cally disfranchised ;. as the parties now stand, it is
upon tbe Home Ruler, the Nationalist and the more
patriotic portion of the population that this burden
falls. They are the more numerous, and the least
wealthy ; for years they voted agaiostthe Land-
lords at their peril, evictions have been in thousands
of cnses the peozlty of their Independence; vote
by ballot was carried in England, itcould not be re-
fused to lreland ; and English interests required
that they should not derive the benefit of
the measuro ; being free the Irish voters would
no lopbger return to Parllament ‘the Slaves
of twe  Castle, they must therefore be pre-
vented 23 much as possible from exercising,.their
rights, for that purpose the registration system of
England must be refused to them, and what Parlia.
ment could no longer hold back, must be shorn of
its beneficial aspects. The boon is thrown te them

but with insult, the mensure cannot be held back
but it must bo rendered uscless. We said that Ire-
land was governed on jrinciples differcnt from
thoso affecting England, for English purposeé and
in English interests; we have furnished in the re-
gistration system onc proof among a thousand, and
wo added that that alone was a sufficient reason to
Jjustify all the dissatisfuction, and agitation of Ire.
land, will any honest man deny it?

NO RESULT YET.

The painful suspense attendant on the scratiny
i the presidential election amongst our republican
neighbours still continues without much prospect
80 far as wo can sce of a speedy solution of the
question at issue. To outsiders, and in fact to all
manner of men, it is perfectly evident that Mr. Til-
den bas secured the majority of votes, but judging
from appearances the powers that be have
made upjtheir minds that he is not to be the
next President of the United States. Nothing
definite can be gleaned from the telegraphic des-
patches that reach us day after day, except that
the board of revisors seem determined to throw out
a sofficient number of Damocratic counties and en-
sure the requisite number of clectors to give Mr.
Hnyes the conmstitntional majority. "The tone of
some of our exchanges continues to be very threat-
ening, whilst a number of the leading organs of
both political parties are loud in their denuneiations
of anything like an appeal to force on the part of
those who fecl that their rights have been trifled
with ia the determination to be arrived at.. We be-
lieve that Mr. Grant and his advisers have firmly
made up their minds that power and patronage
shall not pass from their hands, and the movement
of troops at this juncturc is to observers most
sigoificant.
