Land--The Killarney of Ameri-
ca-—Interesting Reniniscences
of Bygone Days.

NEWFOUNDLAND, May 5.

Amongat the niany parts of the world
to which the great tourist army that
leaves the American continent Cvery
sumaer nhy go in searcti ol recreation,
none is more desirable a~ a holidey ronte
than Newfourdland, whicn nntil recent -
Iy has been “shut ont in the cold,” but
which is now ensy of necess by rewwon of
the new route hetween Sydney and Uls-
centia, over which plies the steamapip
Bruce. The trips are bi-weekly, hence
the graat island of Newfonundland, with
ail ite varied resunrees for the plessure
seeker ; its prand scencry of court and
interior; its vuast bays, winding arms
and ocean lakes; its rivers tevming with
trout and salmon: its prairic -like hun' -
ing grounds, over which roamitie eount-
leas herds of caribou—all thir is pow
laccd within easv rexch ol the Ameri-
can and Canadian tonrist, and we may
say it as only a recemtly discuvered

Klondike of enjyyment. Harving landed
at Plicentia, the traveller spends some
*Tine exploring the ol French capital—
examining its ancient monuments of
French ccenp tion, and ephying the

Of conrag, up tu the present
our people have been mostly nf the sea
faring profession, but we trust that inthe
future the prosperity of the conntry will
be based on the fisherman. farmer and
miner, when the mines develope, as they
will at no distant day.
