ADDRESS TO THE PEOPLE O IRELAND BY
W. 8. O'BRIEN.

"The following has appeared in the Morning News:

If any argument were required to convigee an in-
telligent Irishman that Ireland will never prosper
until we possess a parliament invesied with entire
control over the resources of this country, surely
such an argument would be suggested by the humi-
listing attitude in which the [rish members have
been placed duricg the debutes of the last two weeks,

A proposatl is bronght forward by the goverment
for the repeal of i1lie- duty’ oo paper. Many of the
[rish memoers conzider-that measure to be emizently
usefol and deserving of support. -.Yet the constitu-
cocies of Ireland called upon their members to op-
pose this usefal proposal, not begause they disap-
prove of it, but becnuse the Government which brings
it forward has signified its intention to deprive Ire-
lnnd of the subsidy which hss heen granted to the
Galway Atlantic Comparny. By various organs of
public opinion, those members who are zealous ad-
vocates of a repeal of the paper duties, have been
urged to vote against their convictions, simply with
8 view to extor! from Lord Palmerston's government
the restitution to this country of a fraction of the re-
venue contributed by Ireland to the imperinl exche-
quer.

Is such a course of proceeding consistent with the
dignity of & great nation?.

Can we hope for the respect of foreigners when we
are thus wanting in respect for ounrselves ?

Does any rational Irishman doubt that o steam
communication between this country and Amcrica
would bave been established long since if Ireland
possessed a domestic parliament ? .

Would it not be n course more worthy of .2 high-
spirited nation to instruct its representatives to de-
mand a Repeal of tae Univn which subjects us, from
week to week, to this sort of degrading humiliation,
rather than to invite them to be belie their own de-
clarations, aud to record their votes in apposition to
their own convictions, as well as jn opposition to the
gencral interest of the United Kingdom ?

In suggzesting these queries for consideration, I
offer no opinion as to the claims of the Galway Com-
pany to a continuance of their contract, or 83 to the
competing claims of the Shannoo, or of Cork. If
the Galway Company, through the mismanagement
or peculation of the Englishmen who established it,
shall. be found unable, after a fair trial, to fulfl its
engagements, thet circumstance will not deprive the
Irish nation of it right to apply n portion of our re-
venue to the escouragement of steam communica-
between an Irish port and America.

Personally, [ am desirous that the Galway experi-
meat should receive the’ most indulgent trial; but if
the Galway Company should become bankrupt to-
wmorrow, the right of Ireland to a subsidy for steam
communitation with Americz would not be in the
slightest degree impaired.

Though po longer a representative of the Irish
people, [ yet feel myself entitled, as one of yourselves
to ask my countrymen how much more insuit, of
wrong, and of humiliation, they are disposed to ue-
dergo rather than emancipate themselves from the
galling yoke of servitude, by re-establishing the.Le-
gislative Indepecdence of Ireland, in conformity
with the enactment solemnly recorded in 1783, by
the Parliament of Eogland, in the following terms:
(Ses statutes of 1783). De it declared and enacted,
&ec., “That the right claimed@ by the people of Ire-
land to be bound only by the laws enacted by his
Majesty and the parliament of that kingdem ia all
cages whatever; and to have all actions and suits
at law or in equity which may be instituted in

Tug CaTHOLICS AND THE lWISH IN THE NOWYH OF
Scorrasv.—There are about 120,000 Catholics at
Glasgow, mostly Triah, besides thousands of Catbo-
lics in about a hundred dilterent places in Scotland ;
for example, 20,000 at Edinburgh, 5,000 at Leith,
4,000 at “Aberdeen, &e. The Highlands and the
north-east near Presholuwe, have some 20,000 Ca-
tholice, all pure Scotch, who have conserved their
faith as [sraclites among BEgyptians. At Aberdeen
there i3 # Catholic cathedral, built of granite, 140
feet bigh. Almost every Sunday about 200 persons
go there 1o the Holy Communion, and durivg the
lectures the church is crowded. At Presholme re-
sides His Lordship the Right Rev. Bishop Ryle, the
oldest Biskop in Great Britain, who wus consecrated
in 1828, and who Lelped to consecrale Cardinsl
Wiseman at Rome, ag assistunt of Cardinal Fran-
zoni. What is seen at Presholme would be admired
in every place in the world—~a most zealous and po-
pular Bishop, who is besides remarkabie for hialearn-
ing and scientific tastes. Ile bas a most adurirable
collection of the peirifactions and other geological
curiosities of the north, a library containing, be-
sides hooks, the most remarkable letters of Mary
Queen of Scots, and about 20,00¢ manuscripts or
notes for the history of the Catholic religion and
missions in Scotland since the Deseveration. To the
extreme porth of Scotland there is only one church,
namely, at Wick, io Caithness. The Orkpeys and
Shetlands have oot had a Catholie clergyman these
300 years of Protestant bigotry, ignorance, and iui-
morality. The excellent but poor people have been
cruelly persecuted by the hungry and vocationless
ministers. The nearest land to the nportberu island
of Scotland are the Furoe Islands, belonging to the
Danish povernment. The Catholies there enjoy com-
plete liberty, and are treated with great liberality
by the anthorities, by the Lutberan clergy, and by
the people. In Iceland it was different last year.
But Protestant intolerance there has produced two
favornble results, namely, the Catholics have gained
there from the SupremeTribunal the liberty which was
denied before ; and duripg the same time the second
result took place—the Catholic priests establishing
themselves there for the ficst time, after 300 years of
Deseveration in the Islands of Orkney and Shet-
land. The progress of tbe Catholic faith in those
remote islands has been evinced by the number of
conversions which have taken place, and of the acts
of persecution which have been perpetrated.

To him, and to
soientific examiners associated with him,
qure s very much indehted for the
expos 'ross an imposture, Tt will also be
less probubi:  iu spite of the not unnsaturni sndness
of suspicion as to the dangers of literature, which
Mr. Hamilton exprezses—that any such attempt
should be repeated. We have mnde tiis very short
recitnl of a thoroughly interesting passage in lite-
rary history, not with the finsl view of directing the
attention of cur readers to it, but with the view of
directing the attention of other persons to an al-
leged, and possible, forgery which very much con-
cerns them, und might bs made the subject of a gimi-
lar examination.
