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BY-LAW No 393

By-Law to allow “The Electric Service Company of C#na-
da (Limited)” to transmit and sell electric light and

power within the limits of the City of Montreal.

(Adopted 3rd August 1909).

At an adjourned special meeting of the Council of the
City of Montreal, held in the City Hall, this third day of
August, one thousand nine hundred and nine, after the
observance of the formalities prescribed in and by the act
of incorporation of the said City, at which meeting a
majority of the members of the whole Council are present,
viz: His Worship the Mayor, Louis Payette, Esq., Alder-
men L. A. Lapointe, Giroux, Proulx, Clearihue, M. Martin,
Dagenais, Liévesque, L'Espérance, Turner, Sadler, Bumbray,
Gallery, Robillard, Lavallée, Lariviére, N. Lapointe, Te-
claire, Mercier, O’Conmell, Couture, Laviolette, Gadbois,
Ward, J. B. A. Martin, Nault, Séguin, Marin, Duquette,
Major, Guay, David, Roy, Carter, Lamoureux, Prud’homme,
McKenna, Messier, Labrecque.

It was ordained and enacted by the said Council as fol-

lows: |

Sect. 1.—In order to allow “The Electric Service Compa-
ny of Canada (Limited)” to sell and distribute electric
light and power within the limits of the City, the said
Company is authorized to erect poles and wires and to lay
conduits in the streets and public places for the purpose

of supplying electrical energy, for lighting, heating, power

and industrial purposes, to the citizens of Montreal, from

the date of the adoption of this by-law, provided said Com-

pany conform itself to the terms and conditions contained
in the following sections: . :

The said Company will charge for incandescent lamps,

a price not exceeding 10 cents per kilowatt hour, with a
cash discount of not less than 5 p. c. for payment in ten

days on contracts for a term of one vear or over and not

less than 10 p. c. for payment within ten days on contracts

for b years.
