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The parcels for distribution to prisoncrs cf war
in the Far BEast will be purchased in Japan by the Delegate
0f the International Red Cross and will be made up there.
It is not known exactly what they will contain but the
Canadian autheritics have suggested to the International
Red Cross Committeec that they should be mede upn ag far as
Possible c¢f foodstuffs, espccially canned goods, and warm
Slothing.

The International Red Cross is also acting as an
internediary to provide Christmes gifts to priscners of war
in Canada, and arrangements are nov under way whereby every
German combatant priscner of war will receive a Christmas
gift from Germany. already sone eéar loads of Christmas pack-
ages provided by the German Red Cross have been received in
Canada for distribution at Christmas time, and the Delegate
0f the International Red Cross is making arrangcments to
Provide a supplementary gift to each German combatant prisconer
0f var.

It is understood that the British and Auvstralian
Governments and Red Cross Societies are collaborating in the
Sending of parcels. The British Red Cross have despatched a
Collective consignment of one hundred and fifty thousand
fpecial Christmas food parcels to all British prisoners of
Var,
