CANADA LABOUR (STANDARDS) CODE

DEFERMENT OF PART APPLICABLE TO
SHIPPING EMPLOYERS

On the orders of the day:
Mr. David Lewis (York South): I have a

question which I should like to direct to the
[Mr. Speaker.]

Minister of Labour. It arises out of the con-
tinuing deferment of part I of the Canada
Labour (Standards) Code-the part which
deals with hours of work-in respect of the
shipping employers of Canada. I wish to ask
the minister whether he has within recent
weeks received representations from the
Dominion Marine Association, the organiza-
tion of such employers, requesting further
deferment, or total exclusion from the terms
of the code, and if so what reply he has made
to these representations.

Hon. J. R. Nicholson (Minister of Labour):
Yes, I have received such a request. The mat-
ter is under study, as a priority item.

Mr. Frank Howard (Skeena): As a supple-
mentary question, may I ask the Minister of
Labour when he will be reaching a decision
with respect to the original application for
deferment which I understand was made
some time last year?

Mr. Nicholson: It is difficult to give a defi-
nite date because many of these problems
relating to deferment are interrelated. Ship-
ping interests not only in the St. Lawrence
waterway but on the east and west coasts are
also concerned. However, this matter is under
urgent study and a decision will be announced
as soon as possible.

Mr. David Orlikow (Winnipeg North): I
should like to ask the minister this: When he
does make a decision, will the 18 months de-
ferment be dated from the time the request
was originally made or from the time the
decision is announced?

Mr. Nicholson: That will be made known
when the decision is announced.
