Mr. Speaker: Is the Secretary of State for

External Affairs rising to contribute to the
question of privilege raised by the hon.
member for Moose Jaw? I was hoping he
would. The hon. member for Moose Jaw has
given notice of his proposed question of privi-
lege as required by the Standing Order. Even
though the hon. member's notice was some-
what sketchy and did not identify the returns
to which he wished to take exception, I
immediately suspected what he had in mind
when I noticed the form of the returns to
motions Nos. 224 and 227 standing in the
name of the hon. member for Moose Jaw.

I am not sure whether the hon. member has
a point of order or a point of privilege but
certainly he has a point. The return presented
by the department obviously is not in the
conventional or traditional form. It seems to
me that if a return is to be of any value to an
hon. member it should be presented in a form
that will convey to the member the informa-
tion he is seeking and which the House has
ordered he should receive. I suggest that this
requirement is not met by the filing, by way
of reply, of material which cannot be inter-
preted without the use of a mechanical
device.

As of the present date there is not readily
available to members the equipment required
to print out the material contained on a film
negative. I might say that even if such
equipment were available it is still very
doubtful that a return in the form now pre-
sented would be acceptable without a special
order of the House or without a change in
our rules.

It may be that at some time in the future
the House will consider it expedient to
provide for the submission of returns in this
form, but this is looking into the future.
For the moment I must rule that the return
is not in proper form and does not comply
with the order of the House.

The three divisions are

the Indian Eskimo Bureau, the Federal Pro-

vincial Relations Division, and the Policy and

Planning Division.
