the one that simply lies across the seat. They
have removed the device which caused the
safety belt to retract. We are trying to deter-
mine whether this constitutes a reduction in
its safety wvalue.

UNLICENSED FLYING TRAINING OPERATIONS

cerning the operation of unlicensed flying
training schools. At that time the minister
indicated that he would propose new regula-
tions.

We are trying to find a simple
formula, and I can only say that I hope to
have it within a matter of weeks. I have been
talking to the CTC about this matter as well.
