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government intends to abandon the federal governiment
wharves as these harbours corne on to their seventh-fifth
year.

Lt is a matter of fact that li the small craft harbours
sector there is a private consulting firm preparing a
report to abandon srnail craft harbours. 0f course,' there
have been nurnerous concernis about upgrading facilities
that are a hazard, be it garbage, breakwaters, and what
not. I arn wondering if the minister might stand up and
dispel some of those fears and see if we can indeed not
be, I would say, pushed away from the concept of locaily
governing some of these airports. Maybe the minister
could i fact stand up li the House and dispel some of
those fears of British Columbians.

GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

Mr. Lawrence MacAulay (Cardigan): Mr. Speaker, on
October 24 1 put a question to, the Minister of State for
Seniors concerning the effects of the goods and services
tax on Canadian senior citizens. I now appreciate this
opportunity to rise and bring this issue again to the
House and truly hope that the response I will receive will
be better understood by myseif and the seniors of this
nation.

The basis of my question was that the GST will place
an added burden on Canadian seniors. The governrnent
rnay give sorne song and dance on the issue of credits and
say that tax credits will control the impact on the goods
and services tax, but li fact the GST will have a very
negative effect on the seniors of this nation.

In a response to rny question, the minister talked about
social justice and said that essential goods wiil not be
taxed. However, the minister's response fell far from the
mark. There are many items that rnay or rnay not be
taxed. Lt depends on how they are purchased.

The GST Consumer Information Office states clearly
that if a medical device is bought with a doctor's
prescription, the GST will not be added. If this device is
purchased without a prescription, the tax will be charged.
'his discrepancy is quite alarrning and will lead to
confusion among seniors and, of course, Canadian citi-
zens at large.

One example of that I would lilce to use to explain the
problems associated is the able walker that was adver-
tised on TV This device provides walking and balance
assistance to seniors. Lt acts as a seat if they are waiting
for a bus and can be converted into a shopping cart when
they arrive at the mail.

Sales of these items are booming, especiaily for the
seniors who need just a littie assistance to get around.
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
