of the House of Commons lias always stood on the side
of sustainable development.

It is a motion by a member who lias said a thousand
times if we ever must err in this place in so far as the
envirenment is concerned, let us err on the side of the
environment, flot on the side of the speculators who
want to mine the bottom of the ocean as if it were an
open pit mine.

Have we flot done enougli damage? Have we net
destroyed enough cf this planet with our eyes wîde
open? Have we flot understood by going to the real
conference. The real cenference is the one that I and
some cf my colleagues held a week ago with 1,000
fishermen and plant workers on the great northern
peninsula who have seen 500 years cf history wiped out
because cf the wantcn destruction cf guif cod stocks.
That is the real conference.

That is the reality we must face. Those are the people
whose eyes we must meet. Lt is to them, the builders of
Canada, those who corne from the primary resource
secter in Canada, those fishermen together with farmn-
ers, together with the people in the mining section, the
forestry section, it is to those people we owe a vote of
confidence.

I cenclude with this. Remember the words of the
Haida Indians from the province cf British Columbia.
They said that we do not inherit the land from our
ancestors; we borrow it from our children. The same is
true cf the sea. Let us leave it better than we found it.
