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It IS not our intention to enumerate the

grievances which this unfortunate Province

has laboured under for upwards of twenty

years ; neither (liall we attempt to draw any

argument in fupport of its claims, from the

meeknefs and forbearance with which it has

endured them ; but fliall folcly rely on that

principle of reafon and jufticc, recognized

by our Conflitution, whir.Ii entitles every

dependent part cf the Briti/lj Empire to as

large a portion of huppincfs, a?id to as iWh

pie fecurity for its enjoyment^ as the cir^

cumfances and ftuatioi of fuch part will

permit. ProtelHng againll every coiiclu-

lion drawn from pradicc, however general,

which breaks in upon this fundamental

right, we fhall rell: upon it in full confidence

that bad precedents will not be allowed to

operate as found principles, or miftaken or

merely temporary policy to be drawn out and

applied as approved and cflablirtied lyfteni.
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
