E, F. Benson on English Skating.

Let us’”—so, we must sup-
pose, said this daring Innovator—*let
them put us down a mark on the ice,
and starting from there let us in pairs
perform these exquisite manoeuvres,
and come back, when we have done
certain definite things, to the mark
from which we started.” That day
was Christmas Day for' skaters,
Was there ever such a backgrognd as
that to which the skater breathlessly
hurries when the fogs of December lie
heavy on London? It Is a new heaven
and a new earth to which he wakes:
the sun is the calyx of the huge tur-
quoise blossom of the sky, and shines
thru an air of unspeakable purity on
to this marvelous cleanness of frozen
things. All the hours of the golden
winter day are before one, while in
mere enumeration there is so little to
learn. There are but sixteen possible
turns that can be made, there are but
two edges on which to travel; and if
only you always skated those few
turns clean, and those edges firm, trav-
