Fﬂﬂ PIJHUE:-FHANEHISE

Must Cease, Foster Tells To-
ronto Conservatives.

! ;

At the mons¢hly meeting of the North
Toronto Conservative Assoclation, in
Simpson’s Hall, last night, Hon: Geo.
1, Foster practically declared himself
in favor of public ownership.

In former years, he said, the first
man or company who appiled for any
of these franchise got them and event<
ually it was found ‘that great mono-
polies had unwittingly been conferred
on individuals and’ companies, -who
used them for their own selfish pur-
poses. g

These franchises belonged absolutely
and wholly to the people of the coun-
try. . They had got, however, into the
hands of people who had no claim to
them, but who insisted that they were
theirs to do as. they wished with, and
in Mg, Foster's opinion this, constitut-
ed a condition of things t);»a,t could
not last.

Must Pay Due to People.

No, public franchise, Mr. Foster con-
tinued, should be granted to anyone.
unless he had first paid the levy due
the public. ' He believed the time would
come when matters would be managed
in this way, tho it was not coming
guite as rapidly as he could wish., At
the present time, in factjthe Dominion
government was handing out all sorts
of contracts to political favorites, from
which the country was not making a
single dollar, but out of which the
lucky recipients were rapidly becom-
ing rich,

In closing, Mr, Foster contrasted the
expenditure of the Conservatives dur-
ing the last year they were in office
with those of the present government,

Sir Wilfrid 'and his cabinet did not
know what economy was. Moreover,
they “had forgotten that there was
such a thing as public opinion. They
Jooked at their overwhelming majo-
rity and thought they were invulner-
able, but he believed that they.would
be brought up with a sharp turn some
day and made to realize their reckless
policy. Public opinion was the rock
on which they would come to grief.

In a final appeal to the electors .ar.
Foster urged them to take. warning
by the activity of the Liberals and or-
ganize. He did not kmow that there
would b ean election before another
sessjon of parldament, but the Liber-
als were working and that should be
sufficient warning to the Conserva-
tives. j

Bennett, of Simcoe:

W. H. Bennett, M.P. for East Slmcpe,
delivered a rattling speech cn the ini-
quities of the government. He turn-
ed his attention especially to the me-
thods by which certain members of
the cabinet had become rich, and his
history of Mr, Siftor’'s connection with
the Yukon was highly interesting.

Kennedy asked why
the city should bonus the comipany
to carry on its business. In reply to
Alld, Ewans, . who 'thought <Cataract
proposal No, 2 was like. the mayor's,
the latter amswered that one was a
lottery and the other a business pro-
pogition.

Mr. Hawkins again got the*floor.
“There is no use of spending $50,000.
This is a big proposition and should
be looked at as such. I think about
$600,000 is required, and it would want
to be capitalized at between ten and
twelve per cent. I mean that 8 1-2
or 10 times as much as we would be
allowed ansually swould be what we
would spend on the road.” If the city
was satisfled with the service, alright.
His proposal meant an annual bonus
«of $72,000 a year. Ald. Peebles, spring-
ing to his feet, said: ‘I am of the
opindon that the ecity should own the
whole system, or at least the nroadbed
and lease the right to run cars.”

Mr. Hawkins replied that such a
proposition could not be considered
unltil the return of Col. Gibson from
England. The motion of Ald. Evans
to appoint a sub-committee to con-
fer with the company was mnot car-
ried. *“If yvou start conferring this
will continue all summer, and I for one
don’'t prcpose to stand” for it,” said
the mayor. Then, directly to Mr. Haw-
kins, “Are you prepared ‘to tell us
yvou will put on enough cars to carry
the people?”’ Rather nonplussed the
manager replied, “I thought we did
pretty well,” but a third of those pre-
sent scoffed cutright at the idea.
