surtace water, Because of the obuoxious
odors, the city decided to purify the sew-
age. A system of chemical treatment
was introduced from Europe in 1880, when
six tanks were built. Ten tanks have been
since added, The capacity of these tanks
ts 15,000,000 gallons a day. Lime slaked
with water is the purifier, Forty tons of
lime a week, costing $6 a ton, are used.
After the action of lime in these tanks,
the sewage slowly flows through a series
of screens, where solid substances are re-
moved, 'The effluence pouring into the
Blackstone River looks bright, The solid
deposits are scooped into the river, Ouly
eight men are employed to run the plant,
By this 54 per cent. of the organic matter
and 92 per cent, of the suspended matter
s _removed,

The writer thought that purification by
chemicals was an incomplete method. Wor-
cester's experience was similar to that of
Engiland, where it was Dot possible to
make the effluence of sufficient purity to
prevent dapger to lealth. Rapid fittration
through gravel and coke, aided by air, was
the best method, He felt sure that cheml-
cal plants would soon be superseded by
less costly and more efficient methods. The
Worcester plant cost $25,000 a year,

An Examination Subject.

M. J. Butler, Napamee, read a paper up-
on the “Principles of Evidence, 'This is
a ,subject upon which intending surveyors
are examined, He defined the meaning of
the ftle. Actual knowledge of the fact
was needed for absolute evidence. He Ii-
lustrated the differemt kinds of evidence,
in a purely technical manner, ‘“‘The object
of evidence is to, ascertain the truth be-
tween the parties' to the cause,” This
paper showed couvsiderable erudition and
legal acumen, and will prove profitahle
reading for students of the School of
Science. .
Sudbury Waterworks.

. 8. V, Rorke's paper upon “Sudbury Wat-
erworks,”” was read by D. D, James, Sud-
bury became a town two years ago; it now
has 2000 inbabitants. Wells are scarce in
town, the water flowing through the town
not being drinkable, and water was worth
25 cents a barrel, hence the waterworks
system was readuly decided upon, Lake
Ramsay, about three-quarters of a mile
from town, was used as the source of sup-
ply. A steel tower 80 fcet high holds the
water drawn off the lake. Thus extremely
high pressure is obtained. The total cost
of this up-to-date system was about $49,-
Vords of Commendation.

Prof, C, H. McLeod, M E., Chief Astrono-
mer of McGill University, secretary of the
Canadian Society of Civil Engineers, was
present, and said a few words at the re-
quest of the president, He was delighted
to be pres-nt to bear the able papers read,
He combined pleasure with business on
this vigit, for he was there to put on foot
a project by which the Ontario Government
would incorporate the society he represent-
ed.

He contended
that bidding should be excluded to honest-
intentioned contractors. The engineer
should have a clear and well-defined know-
ledge of the work to be undertaken, to
counteract any evil arising from contractors
who have nothing at stake, A surveyor
should often revise his plans and specifi-
cations as his experience widens. The lan-

uage of plans should be clear, concise and
nt'tﬁliglble, Important clauses should be
prominent, The description should be con-
tinoous, and united drawings should be
clear, The chief aim should be to give a
clear knowledge of what will be required
by the contractor. Adapt your specifica-
‘tions to the conditions, for mechanics have
their own peculiar ideas regarding a work.
If the dhonesty of the contractor is not
above suspicion, employ an inspector who
understands his business. The decision of
the enginwer should be final,
