The Spanlsb-Amerlcan war Is sending the 

price of wheat upwards at a great rate. 
Europe fears the cutting off of her grain 
supplies from America, and the markets 
across the water derive additional strength 
from the report that Russia’s holdings are 
short and that she has withdrawn all of­
ferings. Another factor of strength is 
lound In the reported Increased require­
ments of France, which country Is said to 
be about to reduce its Import duties :>n 
wheat. Italy will prolong her grain exemp­
tion till June 15. The latter rumor lias 
led to speculative buying In Liverpool, 
where wùeat, on top of last week’s big 
gains, made an advance to-day of from 3d 
to o%d. It advanced 
centimes in Paris and 50 centimes at 
Antwerp. On this side the Atlantic the 
prices also climbed up. At Chicago May 
wheat sold up to $1.2U, the highest price 
since “Old Hutch’s’’ corner of ’88, and 
closed at $1.19%. 5%c higher than Satur­
day’s final tigore. The July option sold as 
high' as 93%e and closed at 92%c, a ga 
3%c, and remoter options showing llki 
provements. At St. Louis and New York 
wheat advanced 4c. and at Minneapolis 
and Duluth 8c. Corn and oats advanced 
about l%c per bush for the day. Pro- 
wsious |ii*o moved up. At Chicago pork 
gained 35c and lard 15c, while1 bacon ad­
vanced from 6d to Is In Liverpool.
