When
brought face to face with a sensational
advance in wheat prices, the cause 18 as-
sigued to damage and shortage in outside
covntries, and particular stress 1s laid wpon
the many benefits that will accrue to the
Anwerican farmer by this fortunate occur-
rence, The attempts to deny the state-
mweuts of the Chicago bulls are cluwsy, and
vather tend to confirm the opiuious now
tenaciously adhered to, that! the Vnited
States wheat crop will be far below that
of a year ago. The claim that ‘the shortage
will ‘be fully made up for Dby financial
vesults from resuiting higher prices to the
farmer cannot surely apply to the general
good. Loss of transportation charges to
the public carriers of only one-tenth of the
awoennt of last year is of serions import.
and it remains to be shown wher: this de-
Lidieney in freight is to be made up. Ke-
liauce is still placed in the success of the
ecorn and cotton crops, bat’ there 18 no.as-
surauce that the former will fare better
than the wheat and doubts of thiz are al-
ready ‘expressed, owing to the Ilate seed-
fur ond nusatisfactory weather. The Mis-
sourl State corn crop report of this week
showed a depreciating percemtags in cone
dition, and the Washington report of the
cusuing week will have.a broader bearving.
The continued ease of the meney market
iy the one mainstay of the bull. Events at
the close of the week show, however, that
even this-may have been overworked. Lon-
don has already made a claim for a por-
tion of the gold reserves, and Cuba is an-
other claimant for a proportion.
