HALF TAXES AWARDED
T SEPARATE SEHDOL

Judgc Valin Decides Apmst Public
School Trustees of Stur-
geon Falls.

NORTH BAY, Sept. 9.—(Special.)—
The celebrated claim of the separate
school board of Sturgeon Falls against
the public school trustees of that town
for half of the taxes paid by the pulp
mill in an assessment of $40,000, dating
from 1809, was arbitrated to-day by
Judge Vadlin, who was sole arbitrater
under the Michaud Act.

He found the separate school entitled
to one-half the taxes on the pulp mil
for the years 1899 and 1908 inclusive,
and 1907; for the years 1904, 1905, 1906.
1908, the tfxes not having been paid by
the pulp mill, no award could be made,
but when paid the same ruling, he
thought, should apply.

Mr. McPariane of Toronto represent-
ed the public school, J. M. McNamart,
K.C., of North Bay, the Sturgeon Falls
councn and G. A. uc(':au;hqy of North
Bay the separate sehooL

Strong ,argunients ¢ placed bhe-
fore the judge by the Toronto counsel
as to the act being ultra vires, but the
judge ruled that it was within the
powers of the legislature to pass the
act.

The decision is important, ds it raises
the right of the separate schools to
share in a portion of the taxes levied
on a limited corporation carrying on
business in the municipality.
