Mowat Uiscusses Budget.

When the budget debate was re-
sumed, Major H. M. Mowat (Parkdale)
said that Sir Henry Drayton had justi-
fled all the expectations which the
country had had of his conduct of the
national finances.  The tariff question
was chlefly difficult, because business
differs in one part of Canada from the
other part, and no one man was con-
versant with all the requiretnents.
Major Mowat heard that it would be
dangerous to lift the tariff on agricul-
tural implements because there were
many times when, owing to flutuations
of business, United States firmscould
afford to divert an overstock in a
western agency to the Canadian prair-
des and sell at a loss, rather than
pay freight charges back to eastern
Canada.

Major Mowat said that the opposi-
tion had considerably modified its en-
thusiasm for free trade since last
year, and its changed policy was re-
flected in Mr. McMaster's budget
speech. >

8peaks for Imperialism.

Regarding Mr. MoMaster's criticism
of the militia estimates, Major Mowat
said the latter wanted them cut down
without any knowledge whatever of
the circumstances or what the money
was for, Mr. McMaster was trying to
assume the leadership of a group
which would have behind it all the
“sissies” in the country. Mr. MoMas-
ter hiad sneered at imperialism, but
Sir Wilfrid Laurier was one of the
greatest imperialists that ever lived.
More than any other person, he fos-
tered the feeling between the mother
country and Canada, which resulted
not only in friendship but in the ma-
terial prosperity of Canada and imper-
fal preference, despite the stryng pro-
tests of protectionists and strong na-
tional feeling.

Stevens Approves European Loans.

H, H. Stevens (Vancouver) remark-
ed, in opening, that Mr, McKenzie had
labored rather hard to “justify the
course which he evidently intended to
take, namely, voting for the amend-
ment. The member from North Cape
Breton had offered a number of un-
fair criticisms. He had, for instance,
criticized advances made by the Can-
adlan government to the starving na-
tions of Europe, in order that they
might purchase Canadian products.
Mr, Stevens had nothing but praise
for this. '

Mr. McKenzie, wlille leader of the
opposition, had been fond of announc-
ing to members who had strayed from
the Liberal camp to other parties,
that the light was in the window and
the latch-string up, for their return.
His present attitude, said Mr. Stevens,
appeared to be one of conciliation to-
ward the members of the new Farm-
ers’ party.

Compares to British Budget.

The opposition had praised the Brit-
ish method of handling a budget. Did
not the recent budget of Great Britain
include taxes, such as stamp tax, busi-
ness profits, corporation tax, and beer
and liquor tax, all of which were in-
cluded in Sir Henry Drayton's budget
proposals?

Mr. Stevens said that the opposi-
tion amendment submitted by Mr.
Fielding aimed to destroy all the meas-
ures of the government for raising
current revenue. It repudiated the
opposition’s principle of direct taxa-
tion, and left no alternative means
for raising money.

Attacks Grain Growers Co.

Mr. Stevens criticized the national
progressives. Before farmers under-
took to criticize manufacturers, he
sald, taey should come with clean
hands themselves. While attacking
protection, the farmers insistéed on
coatrol of wheat thru the ‘Wheat
Board. In Alberta and Saskatchewan,
elevators had been kept full of wheat
all winter—there had been no great
efforts to move it—because the Wheat
Board paid storage on it. Had manu-~
facturers done the taings which had
been done in the West, the country
from end to end would have heard
of them. The Grain Growers’ Chom-
pany had even gone to the extent of
gambling in futures which farmers at
one time had asked to have made a
criminal offence,

' Mr, Stevens again turned his at-
tention to the farmers’' platform. They
should not only ask for statements
of earnings from manufacturers, but
from people in other lines of indus-
try. For instance, the United Grain
Growers' Company and the Grain Ex-
port Company of New York, should
be looked into. This latter company
had an authorized capital of $250,-
000, bt which the pald-up capita] ‘was
$100.000° the balance was paid out of
stock' dividend. .This manipulation of
finance was interesting in view of the
talk about watered stock. In addition
to stock dividend, this eompany paid
to the parent company $800,000. In
one year's operations, this Grain Ex-
port Company with an actual cash in-
vestment of $100,000, made $500,000.
On their elevator operations, they made
211 per cent,

Tae parent company had paid tea
per cent since 1911 and had also ac-
cumulated a surplus of a million and
a half dollars,

Would Abolish Wheat Board. i

Mr, Stevens said that the wheat board
should be abolished when its present
task is finished next autumn. It en-
hanced the cost of marketing the crop.
It was time that the farmers of the
prairies woke up to /the fact that they
were being hoodwinked. The wheat board
allowed fees on consigned wheat to a
string of elevators as a handling change
and the members of the wheat board
controlled these elevators. Frank Rid-
dell controlled 300 of them. Fred W,
Young drew e salary of $6,000 a year
from the wheat board and $10,000 from
a lake shippers’ association, which got
eight to ten cents a bushel dockage on
consigned wheat. It would be the best
kind of free trade to abolish this wheat
board and let the grain commission han-
dle this crop.

L. J. Gauthier (St. Hyacinthe) said
that the wheat board was like the pres-
ent government, a war measure. Both
should gp back to the people for a re-
newal of thelr mandate. The inflation
{ of currency was the result, rather than
| the cause of the high cost of living.
The government had done nothing to
assist the people who were victims of
the profiteers.

of a ‘“necessary readjustment of val-
ues, including commercial and indus-
trial inventories.”

And while Wall street was seeking
to adjust itself to the new credit con-
ditions, the price-slashing movement
seemed to be gaining ground among
New York retailers, who continued to
advertise their wares at reductions.

An official of the Merchants’ Asso-
clation sald, he, believed' there was a
decided tendency to reduce prices here
in the retail market, altho this was
hampered by the freight tie-up, which
is causing a shortage of/supplies to
the distributors. He said this reduc-
tion in prices was noticeable over and
above the reductions made by cloth-
ing and department stores incident to
cleaning cut their spring stocks.

Food Prices Next?

William Fellows Morgan,
of the Merchants’ Association, in dis-
cussing the same subject, said:

“The reduction of the prices of
merchandise, which now seems to be
prevalent thruout the country, has
been anticipated. It was inevitable as
one of the steps of deflation which we
must go thru in order to regain nor-
mal conditions. The necessary pre-
parations for the shrinkage of values,
which really means an incicase in the
value of the dollar, were long ago
made by the banks. I do not antici-
pate that we shall have any troubple
ak a result of it, altho certain lines of
industry may be more or less dis-
turbed.

“This readjustment has been re-
tarded by the interruption of the
transportation lines, especially in this
city. The tendency of this Interfer-
ence with the free movement
merchandise has been to keep prices
at high levels and even to increase
them by cutting off supplies. The fact
that food prices have not declined I
believe to be attributable, maim, it
not entirely, to this cause. =ur®ro-
gress toward normal conditions will be
accelerated, and the danger of dis-
aster will be lessened, by putting a
stop to transportation hold-ups which
constitute a menace to the entire com-
