He muet be incorrigibly unamiable, who is not a
little improved by becoming a futher. Some there
are, however, who kiow not hew to appreciate the
blessings with whieh Providence has filley theizquiver;

ter's kiss; who huve principle enough properly to
feed, und clothe and educute their children, 1o labour
for their support and provision, but possess not the
affection which turns duty into delight ; who are sur-
younded with blossoms, but know not the art of ex-
tricating their exquisite sweets.  Hew different is the
effees of true parental love, where uature, duty, hauir,
add feeling, combine to constitute an affeetion the
purest, the deepsst and the strongest, the most en-
during, the leust exacting of uny of which the bumun
heart is expulde !

The sellisa buchelor may shudder when ho thinks
of the comsuquences of a family : he may picture to
himself littere® rooms ang injured furnitore, imagine
the vioise nnd eonfusion, the expense and the carcs,
from vibieh he is luckily frca; hug himself in Lis so-
litude, and pity his unforsguate neighbeur, who has
hulf a dozen squalling children to torment snd impo-
verish him.

The unfortuuate neighbour, however, returns the
complinwne wish interest, sighs over (he loneliness of
the weslthy bachelor, and cannever see, without feel-
ings of regret,rooms whereno stray playshingtells of the
occusional presence of a child, gurdens where na tiny
footmark reminds him of his treasures ac home, He
Lss listened to his heart, and loarned from it a precious
stcret; ho knevs how to convert noise into larinony,
expense into self-gratification, und trouble into assuse-
went; and he reaps, in one duy's iutercourse with
bis fumily, a harvest of loye und ewjoyment rich cnough
to repay years of toil&nd eare.  He listens eagerly on
his threshold for she bwisterous greeting he is sure
%0 receive, feels refreshed by the mere pattering sound
of the durlings’ feet, as they hurry to receive his kiss,
and cures, by  noisy game at romps, the woariness
sud headache which be guined in his intercourse with
men,

But it is not ouly te their parents and near eonnec-
tious that ehildren are interesting and delightful ;
they are general favourites, and their caresses are
slighted by none but the strange, the affected, or the
morose. I have, indeed, heard u fine lady declure
that she preferred a puppy ora kitten to a child ; and
I wondes she fiad nos sense enough to conceal her
want of womanly fecling: and I know anasher fuir
simpletan, who considers it beneath Ler to notice these
from whom no intellectual improvement can be deri-
ved, forgetting thut we have hearts to cultivate as
well as heuds. But these nve extuordinary excep-
tions to general rules,ns uncommeh und disgusting us
u beard on o lady’s chin, or a pipe in her mouth,

Even men muy condescend to sport with children
without fear of contesnpt ; and for those who like 1o
shelter themselves under nuthority, wnd cannot vensure
to e wise und huppy their own way, we have plenty of
splendid examples, uncient wnd wodern, living and
dead, to adduce, which may sanction & love for these
pigmy playthings. Stutesinen have romped with them,
orutors toid them sterics, couquerors submitted to their
blows, judges, divines, and philosophers listened to
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their pratde, und joined iu thew sports.

Notwithstanding the infinite pains taken te spail
nature’s lovely works, there ie a prigeiple of resistance,

How laudable is this determination not to depart
from the customs of their ncestors]  With what an
even tenor do these people pubs their lives!

Tue Lave Hovse or Commons.—The Houseof
Commons way formed within St. Stephen’s.Chapel,
chielly by a floor raised above the pavement, wnd a
roof cousideralily below the ancient wof.—Between
this roof it was customiry to accommodate ladies with
sitiings to see und hear, through apertures for venti-
lssing the house, the debates upon extraordivary occa-
sions, By a subsequent order of the house the pre-
sence of fewales in the gallery was Porbilden. [t
does not appear in what manuer the chapel was eri-
ginally fitted up as the Commons' House of Parlia-
went.  On the great scel of the commonwealth in
1631, the walks appear hung with tapestiy, previous
sealy represeut them to have been plainly wainscoted.
‘They remained tupestried until Sic Christopher Wren
repuired the house und fitted it up with galieries in
the reign of Queen Anue, My, Onslow, when Spenks
er, was lienrd to say be remembered tapestry hangings
being up, that will‘x every new uliwment a set used
to he provided, and that on these occasions the house-
i ¢ cluimed the old hanpiugs ws her perquisite.
Yeory few alterations were made from that time until
10U, when the representatives of the peaple in Yar-
i e inereused from 358 to 638 by the union
ndand the house was erdered to be enlarzed.
Amining the original side-wulis Letween

Upon
the piers, they were found to be three feet thick ;
and the requisite enlargowent was cfected by erectin
on the same fonndution, walls of one foot thick,

which r:

Others were Scripture subjects, with legends of the
, aud verses ove Under the windows there
were eighty puinting«in compartments, many of them
contaiting from 10 to 12 figures, besides 16 suljects
ut the cast ends and upwards of 100 figures of angels,
knights, and youths, besides twelve statues six foet
high, sculptured in stoue, and stsuding on brackets.
Some of the paintings were remarkably ricli ; others,
meaner in exccution, seemed to huve bevw aceasionally
Lidden by hangings. The culonrs weie remurbably
vivid, und the giding retaived its lustre.  The whole
interier of the edifice was covered with orsaments,
Couts of arms and protesque supporters wingled
throughout the mass of embellishments. It has been
ioagined that no structure, at the tiws of its ercction,
eould outvie its beauty und magniticence.  All the
walls were of free-stene, the pices Cuensstone, the
columus and sents wound Purbeck marble, and the
friezes and carved puits, Roch-ubley stone.— London
paper.

The New Forest in Hampshire consists altogether
of 63,000 acres, 6,000 of which ure well enclosed und
planted with ouk timber trees, between rows of Scotch
firs uad chosnuts, a8 a protection from the destructive
winds. The enclesures consist of freia 100 to 500
acres each, und ure well fenced in from the deer and
unmerous cuttle of the forest. As tho young oaks
grow into wood, the fir and chesuut trees are lopped
and removed.  We never witnessed a plantation, e-
ven on a small scale in @ nuwsery, in-a more heulthy
und growing state than ere the young ouks in theso
enclosures. In the open parts of the forest are nu-
merous woods of full-grown timler trees, lurge quan~
tities of which are eut down aud sold for various purs
poscs, and the best used or preserved us timber for
ihe Britishnavy. The fozest is under the manag-
merit of Mr. Robert Torner, whose nbility in the plan-
tation and pretection of the forest is the admiration
of the couutry, and of foreiguers iv particular.— Portas
mouth Herald.

Bus
when & wave seuches o shallow bunk or beach, the
water becomes really progressive, because theu, us it
cennot sink directly downward, it falls over und for-
ward, seeking its level. 8o awful is the spectacle of
a storm at sen, that it is generally viewed through
mediom which biasis the judgument; and | Tty us
waves really are, imagination mukes them loftier stili.
Nu wave rises morg than ten feet above the ordinary
level, which with. the ten feet ghat its surface siter-
wards deseends below this, gives twenty feet for the
whole height, from the bottom of suy water-valley ta
the summit. . The spray of the sea, driven along by
tie violence of the wind, iy of course much bighep
than the swcmit of the liquid wave; and a weve
coming agaiust an obstucle, muy dash to almost uny
clevation abuve it. At the Euddystone lighthouse,
when s surge s ~iches it, which hos been growing un-
dera storm wil the way across the Arlantic, it dashey
even over the lutern ut thy summwit.—druott's Llc-
ments of Lhysic.
