It is to be hoped that Maine farmers 

will return to their old practice of 
sheep raising. There are indications in 

quarters that they are becoming 
interested in the subject again. It is 
a fact that not the least serious of the 

I famines which have been caused by the 
war is that of wool.
Sheep and Wool Bureau estimates that 
the wool clip this year will be 230,000,- 
000 pounds against demand for 750,- 
000,000 pounds. The clip of the Brit­
ish colonies is practically absorbed by 
the British army and by its European 
Allies. The war has cut off any 
which might have been obtained from 
Turkey, and the United States is thus 
thrown on its own resources, 
our American soldiers must be sup­
plied with warm woolen clothing for 
this winter while our own needs will lie 
greater than ever.

It is no wonder the bureau calls c•• 
the American farmers to raise m, 
sheep. That is the only hope of in 
creased production, for settlement un­
der the new homestead law has cut 
down the free range on the public do­
main. Under ordinary conditions this- 
would be a paying investment, but the 
great demand for wool has combined 
with decreasing supply to raise the 
price to a point where it will bring the 
farmer excellent returns, and there is 
no prospect that the flocks will return 
to before-the-war proportions for sev­
eral years after peace is brought about. - 
It would seem that every farmer for 
the next few years could make good 
profits if he should raise at least a few 
sheep and guard them adequately 
against the depredations of dogs. There 
appears to be the double inducement 
of both profit and patriotism, for next 
year it will become necessary to provide 
warm clothing for probably mother 
million American soldiers, am or the 
sailors who will man the new ...istroycr 
fleet.”
