I may say when 
I left Munster Hospital they gave me a 
pair of trousers that were a tin with 
blood and thick with vermin, and they 
rubbed my wound till it was sore.

I was at this camp about ten or twelve 
weeks, never got any better and could 
not walk, hardly could not get any right 
food, what we got was about two slices 
of black bread and sometimes a cup of 
carrot Water or cabbage water, some­
times » raw herring and sometimes no­
thing. Well I may say I got worse both 
in health and my wounds. I used to lay 
on the floor and wish I was dead, I was 
nearly walking with filth. I may say all 
our poor fellows were treated bad, the 
British cop in for the lot, and the food 
I would not glv* to a dog.

I came back with the exchange of 
prisoners to England and that day 1 left 
I got nothing to oat and I did not want 
aiû£ I had got used to doing without. 
I found good friends in the Russians, or 
I should pot have been here, I should 
have been dead. They used to washme, 
and one of them was a Russian doctor, 
he took his shirt off and gave me It. 1 
a#» back in England but am not right 
yet, but doing well and pleased to get 
out of those outlaws’ hands, they srenot 
men.

They come to fetch me for dressing af­
ter the three days.

The doctors told me I was doing well, 
so I finished my pain there. I next went 
to Courtral. I had been there long be­
fore I was fetched out for another op­
eration, Belgium doctors this time. They 
asked me where I had come from and I 
told them all. They told me the Ger­
mans had been letting my wounds go 
the wrong way and they had not washed 
them for me- I was not at all surprised 
at that. I told them I was pleased to 
get away from them, They operated on 
me there arid right good they did it. I 
never felt any pain. They told me I 
should soon be right. I stopped there 
about five days, when they came and 
packed me off to Germany. We arrived 
at Munster in about four days after be­
ing shook to bits nearly. We got in hos­
pital again, Morning comes a bit more 
pain that I did not expect. I may say I 
could not walk, and they only looked at 
my wounds once all the time I was in 
the train.

So I was the first to be fetched out for 
dressing nex^ morning. Two Frenchmen 
carried me up on tjie stretcher, this is a 
bit more German ldndness for you, I 
was put down on. the floor, in a bit a 
big German bully of a doctor. comes to 
me, tore the bandgjM.bff, looks at my 
wound and then* says, “You can 
walk.” I said that I could not, he pulled 
me off the stretcher, gets- me on to my 
feet and then he let go of me, at which 
I fell on the floor. A There was two Ger­
man nurses in and some more fellows, 
and because I could not walk he smack­
ed my wound with his hand till I bled 
and he would not let them pick me up, 
and I was in a bad state and only a lit­
tle shirt on.

I was nearly starved to death, he went 
out and left me, and while he was out a 
fellow* picked me up and carried me to 
bed.

“Nothing daunted the men of the Ang­

le, their officers, and the men of other 
ships kept at the work of rescue and 
rapidly, though even then, all too slow­
ly, the wounded were transferred to 
boats. Some of the wounded, unable 
to retain their precarious footing, slip­
ped into the sea, from wMch they were 
snatched in the nick of time by sailors, 
many of whom plunged overboard the 
better to help in the rescue.

“Others on the Anglia jumped over­
board, but all the while the nurses work­
ed with the crew with marked devotion 
to transfer their patients to the boats.

“Soon the Anglia had settled so far 
* by the head, that one of her propellers 

was clear of the water. The other, still 
revolving, gave a circular motion to the 
doomed vessel adding tenfold to the j 
difficulties of the rescuers. But nothing 
discouraged them and the sailors kept 
on, their hopes running high that all 
would be saved.

"The end came with dramatic sud­
denness. With wounded, nurses, doc­
tors and sailors still clinging to the 
Stern, the Anglia seemed for one brief 
second to stand on her bows, and tlien 

» she disappeared.
