London, July 19—When General Haig’s afternoon report w 
fi.czpatcbed from headquarters in France, the violent fighting whii

ck all night long and given the Germans a footing in Delville Wot 
and Longueval, was still in progress. The German attacks on tl 
Y. aterlot Farm and other points were repulsed.

In a brief despatch tonight, General Haig sends the announq 
ment that most of the ground thus lost has been regained in bo1 
places and that the British fire had dispersed the Germans massir 
for a further attack on Waterlot Farm. These 'despatches seem 1
