Fredericton, April 9—Corporations 
committee this morning re-opened con­
sideration of the Pine Valley cemetery 
bill, so that some new opponents might 
be heard. Mr. Amdur, representing 
owners of real estate near the proposed 
site, and W. S. Fisher, on behalf of own­
ers of another subdivision, were heard 
in opposition to the bill. The promoters 

I then called G. G. Murdoch as an expert 
! engineer to show that there would be

: property, and R. B. Hanson, on behalf 
of the promoters, replied to the oppon­
ents of the bill.

The committee next took up the bill 
to enlarge the boundaries of Cedar Hill, 
St. John. This was opposed by Mr. Til­
ley of St. John, among others, and 
while those for and against Were being 
heard, Mr. Carter of Victoria acted as 
chairman of the committee. F. R. Tay­
lor, K. C, on behalf of St. John Railway 
Company and Dr. G. G. Melvin and Col 
J. R. Armstrong of the Board of Health 
of St. John, also appeared in opposition 
to the bill. A. J. Gregory, president of 
the company, gave information as to the 
number of lots sold and the number 
remaining available, and J. A. Barry, 
solicitor for the company, addressed the 
committee In favor of the bill and also 
requested an amendment to take in an­
other block of land, making a total of 
nineteen acres to be added to the ceme­
tery.

In committee in private session it was 
decided to recommend both bills, with 
amendments suggested by the promoters.

The municipalities committee consid­
ered the St. John bill to tax fire under­
writers agencies. F. R. Taylor, Harry 
Robinson and Harry Frink appeared in 
opposition to the bill. J. M. Queen was 
called and asked to give his opinion, 
and he explained that separate policies 
were issued by underwriers agencies. The 
committee decided to recommend the 
bill.

Private Fred < Wade, of Pennine, and 
Private Jack MçNairn, a former U. N. 
B. student, who was a member of the 
engineering staff of the St. John and 
Quebec Railway Company in construc­
tion on the St. John Valley Railway, 
have been the star witnesses for the 
prosecution in a sensational murder trial 
in London courts.

The first word that these two young 
men, both of whom are members of the 
12th Battalion of the First Canadian 
Contingent, were connected with the 
case was received by Mrs. John Wade, 
of Fredericton this week in a letter from 
her son, Private Wade, says the Gleaner. 
Information given in the letters is that 
Private Wade and Private McNaim 
were in a house in Russel Square, Ken­
ton street, at an early hour one morn­
ing when they were attracted by cries 
for help from across the street. They 
rushed up two flights of stairs and cap­
tured a man who had just murdered his 
wife. Private Wade blew his sergeant’s 
whistle and grappled with the murderer, 
holdihg him until the police arrived and 
placed him under arrest.

“It would take me ten years to tell 
you all that happened at that trial,” 
writes Private Wade. “It lasted three 
months, but is no wonder. The murder­
er was sentenced to life imprisonment.'* 
The letter goes on to say that the mur­
der trial was the cause of Private Wade 
not being at the front now. While he
