A Micmac chieftain, who was also 
a veteran of the Great War and suf­
fered wounds for the cause of the 
Empire, passed away last evening at 
the County Hospital. He was only 
twenty-nine years of age, the youngest 
man ever chosen as chief in this pro­
vince if not in Canada. His name was 
Tom P. Snipass, and his home the In­
dian Reservation near Rexton, Kent 
county, where there are about 200 fam­
ilies of the tribe. He was elected chief 
this year. He had really developed 
tuberculosis before going overseas, but 
it did not become active until the pre­
sent year. He was brought to the 
County Hospital only four days before 
his death.

Chief Snipass enlisted in Sussex on 
July 18, 1918, along with his brother, 
in the 88th Battalion. He was later 
transferred to the 2nd Canadian Pion­
eers, and again to the Canada Engin­
eers. He was wounded with shrapnel 
In the neck, shoulder and hip, and also 
gassed, at Amiens on Aug. 8, 1918, 
and was three months in hospital. He 
left France on April 6, 1919. His bro­
ther also was wounded.
