GETTING FARM HELP

Mr, H. C. Duff, who represents the Om-
tario department of agriculture in Grey
county, has been sent to Scotland to make
& direct appeal to farmere to become set-
tlers in that county, and also to secure
skilled farm laborera. \In an interview
publishéd in “Canada” he says thet he is
one of thirty greduates of Guelph Agri-
cultural Cellege who are located in differ-
ent counties for the purpose of taking the
college to the farmer, or in gther words to
give him the benefit of the knowledge
which they have acquired concerning scien-
tific methods of farming. When a mem-
ber of the Onmtario government, who re:
presents Grey County, was in England last
year he was struck with the desirability
of giving the English farmer or farm
laborer detailed dnformation regarding par-
tionlar districts. Mr. Duff ‘has been sent
over from Grey County for that purpose,
and will bring out: laborers for whom em-
ployment will be provided in advance,
through the Farmers’ Associations in the
county. 8o eager are these associations
to get help that some of them supplement
the grant made by the Ontario govern-
ment’ by an additional twenty dollars per
head, so that the laborer gets an abeolute-
ly free passage from his home to the farm
in Ontarie.

This is the most eystematic method that
has yet been adopted to secure farm help.
It is made necessary in Ontario because
of the movement on the one hand toward
the west, and on the other hand toward
the cities, leaving the rural districts with-
‘out eufficient help to carry on farm oper-
ations with the succeés that i desired.
