The Federation will ask what pro-
gress has been made by the Commission
which has investigated the Mothers’
Allowances and will also urge the
enactment in this province of a mini-
mum wage for women, which is now
also a matter of investigation by the
same commission. Some amendments
to the Workmen’s Compensation Act
will also be proposed, so delegates said,
but as yet the nature of these is unde-
termined. About 40 delegates are at-
tending the convention, including repre-
sentatives from the ’Longshoremen’s
Association in Saint John, and labor
prganizations in Moncton, Fredericton,
Chatham, Campbellton and McAdam.

Temperance Alliance,

The New Brunswick Temperance
Alliance opens its annual convention
here tomorrow night and will probably
be in session for two or three days.

- Rev. Thomas Marshall, secretary, told
The Times-Star that the executive had
not as yet made any decision regarding
a conference with the Provincial Gov
ernment, but there is a possibility that
the convention will appoint a commit-
tee to meet the Premier and his col-
leagues, when matters relative to the
New Brunswick Prohibitory Law will
b ‘aken up. “The Alliance will again
utge upon ‘the Government a better
efiforcement of the prohibition law,”
sald Rev. Mr. Marshall. “We believe
that an improvement along this line
could very well be made in this pro-
vince.”
