May Follow This Example.
(special to the gazette.)

Montreal, Oct 10.—A n^w departure 
in the tithe system has been made by 
Monsignor Lafleche, bishop of Three 
Rivers, in a mandement read in all the 
churches of that diocese. The change 
means revolution to the farmers as it 
is a a complete innovation never before 
attempted in this province. In the past 
tithes were collected by the cures on 
grain only, but now by far the largest 
area of the diocese has been given over 
to hay growing which is considered the 
most profitable, on which no tithes are 
paid.

The bishop says that having to pro­
tect his priests as well as the faithful, 
he orders that from the present all 
farmers and others raising hay, within 
the limits of the diocese, be required to 
pay to the core $750 on every thousand 
handles of hay. This contribution will 
have to be paid in money. His lord- 
ship says that he who neglects to pay 
his tithes will be guilty of an injustice 
and not be admitted to partake of the 
sacraments unless he submits faithfully.

In another portion of this mandement 
the Bishop states that the faithful who 
do not pay this snpplementary contribu­
tion will be guilty of larceny in keeping 
that which does not belong to them.

It is expected the other bishops of the 
province will follow Bishop Lafleche’s 
example, as hay has become in late 
years, one of the staple products of the 
province.
