This because the avergae woman tries 
everything that is recommended as “gond 
for the complexion,” qnite regardless of 
what particular “good” it is for.

The first thing a woman who is com- 
pexion-disturbed should do is find out 
what her skin needs—indeed, tbe first 
question is, “Does it need anything?” 
for a woman’s complexion is peculiar to 
herselfi

Many a fairly good skin has been ruin­
ed by the persistent endeavor of its dis­
satisfied owner to change it 

If the skin is sick it can be cured just 
as well as any organ that needs atten­
tion, but the bloom of sixteen cannot be 
replaced on the skin that’s weathered 
thirty-five Summers.

When the skin is oily and has an un­
clean look, when there are blackheads 
and a surface eruption of pimples—which 
differ radically from pimples caused by 
internal derangements of debility—the 
skin needs purging, and that can be done 
by sweating it. A face mask is good for 
this. A Russian or Turkish bath, or the 
two combined, is better, and in lieu of 
them, holding the face over boiling water 
is good. So, too, is exercise that brings 
on a free flow of perspiration. After the 
pores have given a free discharge wash 
tbe face thoroughly, but gently, in warm 
water, with a pure soap, and not 
too much soap, for a very free 
use of it makes the skin scaly, or scien­
tifically, takes off the outer fine layer in 
flakes. Rinse in cooler water, scarcely 
epid, in which a few drops of tincture of 
benzpin has been poured.

This treatment, till the skin is clear 
and clean, is about all that is necessary 
for the dirty, overfed-looking com­
plexions.

^h^ overfed complexion has its oppos­
ite in the starved complexion. This, 
when it isn’t caused by debility, is caus­
ed by an overzealons effort to be clean. 
The alkali of the soap eats away the 
natural oil and leaves the skin meagre 
and dry-looking. Vaseline feeds it well, 
bnt vaseline also induces a downy growth 
that is anything but beautiful The old- 
fashioned remedy, mutton tallow is good 
and enters into several high- 
priced “improvers” in the mar­
ket. Glycerine, spirits of camphor 
and a little rosewater cures some starv­
ing akin, while ,wlth others it dosen’t 
agréé. >tire almond meal is a good rem­
edy for nearly every skin if used directly 
after bathing before tbe akin is perfectly 
dry. Powder should, be severely let alone 
while feeding a skin. One of the nicest 
poWere to use if you are not satisfied

with rice powder is an ounce of prepared 
chalk mixed with twenty drops of tinc­
ture of benzoin.

Camphor ice and cold creams that 
don’t get rancid also help to make the 
skin smooth and healthy looking, and a 
•honey and almond milk” is another 
rare good thing.

(Liverpool Mereary, September 19.)

The experiments of shipping 
from Canada to England would seem by 
accounts to so have resulted in a great 
success. Like all new ventures, it has 
met with a great dealfof opposition, princ­
ipally from those in the Dominion who 
are interested iq the drawing nearer to- 
getber Ütitted States and Canada, 
ànti Who, therefore, are inclined to look 
with disfavor on every move and every 
enterprise which tends to show that the 
colony is independent of her neighbor, 
and can if the necessity arises, make np 
in our quarters of the world what it loses 
by exclusion from America. The question 
of shipment of eggs, however, is only 
another instance of the many that could 
be adduced to show that tbe McKinley 
tariff has failed of its objects and has re­
coiled on the Americans to their serious 
detriment, for not, only has Canada 
been able to dispose remuneratively in 
English markets of all her surplus eggs 
but consignments have found their way 
into American markets, notwithstanding 
tbe duty, and the consumer has had to 
pay for the patriotism, so called, of the 
legislature. In the first instance many 
Canadian farmers despairing of getting 
rid of the produce of their poultry yards 
with their usual outlet closed killed off 
their hens, in consequence of Which there 
has been a diminution in the supply of 
eggs on the Montreal market, compared 
with previous years. But tbe reports 
sent from this side as to the reception of 
the eggs by consumers and merchants 
here were such as to give animation to 
the trade, and a brisk business has been 
passing during the present season in 
what promises to be a permanent and 
profitable branch of Anglo. Canadian 
trade. The business of conveying ac­
ross the ocean and placing on the markets 
throughout England perishable food'pro- 
duces is an eminently risky one, no 
matter what department is concerned, 
but eggs offer an even greater difficulty 
to the packer and -receiver, for the less 
liability to breakage or exposure renders 
them unsaleable, save at ruinous prices, 
by reason of their musty condition and 
their chipped and broken appearance. 
Thus it is that success attends these ex­
porters who are able to place their stock 
at the different ports in a few days, the 
large houses in France having such an 
advantage over their competitors in dis­
tant centres that, shipping two or three 
times a week fresh eggs in well ordered 
cases they obtain the top prices of the 
market, those coming from Russia being 
invariably at the bottom of the list. The 
seemingly insuperable barrier to the 
developments of a profitable trade in this 
respect between Canada and the mother 
country placed in the way by the nine 
days in transit across the ocean, added 
to the time occupied in collection from 
the farmers on the other side. Has 
been got over by the aid of modern sci­
ence and the energy and enterprise of 
those engaged in the business at the 
points of departure, and it has proved in 
practice that by the use of the refriger­
ator on the Atlantic liners, eggs can be, 
laid down in Liverpool, London or Bristol 
not only fresh and in good condition, but 
free from chipping or breakage, the Ca­
nadian exporters having adopted a spec­
ial style of packing according with the 
exceptional nature of the cargo. Daring 
the first three months of the present 
season, that is, since the opening of na­
vigation on the St Lawrence to the 31st 
July, 9,000,000 eggs have been shipped 
from the Dominion to England, the bulk 
of the consignments going to Liverpool 
and the north, though a certain amount 
has reached London, and trial shipments 
have been made to Bristol and other 
ports. The figures given above may 
seem heavy, but, as a matter of fact, they 
bear but a small proportion to the enor­
mous amount brought into the country 
in the same time from all sources. In 
the month of July alone there landed in 
England nearly 91,000,000, eggs, while in 
tlie six months the imports were close 
on 726,000,000, the figures for the whole 
of last year being 1,233,949,529, to tbe 
value of £3,428,801. The value of this 
new branch of international trade is 
fully realized by this time in Canada 
and it seems more than probable that
