Family Troubles Sanpposed to Have
Caused Him to Take His
Life.

Recently Received a Letter From a
Daughter He Had Left in
the East.

Jeorge Williscroft, owner of _the
Ge(f)ige%own sawmills, of Georgetown,
near Port Simpson, one of .the best
known and most respected b_us_mess men
in the north, committed suicide a fejl’
days ago by taking a dose of carbolic
acid. The news was brought to the
city by Mr. S. A. Spencer, of Ale}'t bay,
who came down as far as Nanaimo on
the steamer Danube and to Victoria oy
the noon train.  ~The sad news soon cCir-
culated among the business men, and
‘the' ghock which it caused, gave way to
wonder and speculation as to why. ‘one
s0.well provided with this world’s goods,
and apparently without trouble, should
have committed the rash act. Mr. C.
“Kbent, ‘the city treasurer, who for years
‘thanaged Mr. Williscroft's business in
Victoria, ‘said he 'could net have been
troubled by any financial matters as far
as he knew. If he needed money to
tide oyver any temporary embarraspment
he would have had no diﬂicuh{y;' in ob-
rining it.  Mr. Kent was wailting an-
txail:mss}g for the arrival o? the Danube
with the mail, expected that there would
be a letter for him, written before Mr.
Williscroft took his life. : i
Despite his usual bright disposition,
the deceased had his troubles, of which,
however, he seldom  spoke. ‘When he
came to British Columbia in the early
sixties he left at his old homg near
Paisley, Bruce county, Ont., a ‘wjxfe and
a grown up family. A short time ago
a letter from one of the daught;grs who
were left in the east was r.ecelved by
a ‘gentleman in this city, wn}h the re-
quest that her father be apprised of the
contents. In it she said that shé was a
widow with five children, and asked_ her
father to assist her to start in business
at Chippewa Hill, Ont. The "letter was
forwarded to Mr. Williscroft and . he
probably 'received it a few days before
killing himself, = As he also had a fam-
ity at Georgetown, it may have bee}x
this letter that caused him t? take his
