At the outset of the
war the Russigns bought a large tract
of land there, erected sheds and accumu-
lated supplies, particnlarly coal, which
was bought originally from Japan. It is
to this depot that Admiral Rojestvensky

France could not
prévént' the Russians from taking their
own coal on their own land. If the na-
tives were at fault in’sélling the land to
the Russians, the Japanese would  not
hive ‘sraited fifteen months. before pro-
testing.”

Decision Reached By the Chicago Team-
sters Joint Council. &

Chicago, May 10.—Promises of peace
and order for to-day, the President’s
day, were made by both sides in.the
teamsters’ strike. The employers’ team-
ing company decided to reduce its team-
ing and delivery operations for to-day.
The teamsters’ joint council has voted
against a general strike, and determin-
ed ~ that no further sympathetic move-
ment should be made, except in cases of
teamsters ordered to make deliveries to
boycotted houses, in which évent indi-
viduals should walk out. A statement
of the situation was prepared to be pre-
sented to President Roosuvelt by a
strikers’ committee, which desisted at his
request from meeting him on the way to
Chicagp.
~The labor representatives planned to
inform the President of the legal pro-
caedings which have been taken by the
employers, and-make a proposition that
the President act!as an arbitrator of the
differences, chogfing ras asspciates one
man from the Jabof ranks and ‘one from
the employers.

The employers .say they will not offi-
¢ially approach the President. “We have
no intention of bothering President Roose-
velt .with our troubles,” said counsel
for the Employers’ Association  to-day.
‘It is likely, however,” he added, “that
the employers’ side will get to. the Presi-

ent’s ear for-a quiet discussion of the
situation some time . during his stay
here.”

Change of Plans.

"Chicago, May 10.—The labor leaders
prepared a petition to President Roose-
velt protesting against the calling out of
the United States troops, and stating
hat all the unions asked for is arbitra-
ion, as provided in their contracts. The
employers gave it out that they did not
think it advisable to present their side
of the-controversy to the President. This
fact changed the plans of the officers of
the unions, and they decided’to present
the petition if they get a chance, but not
to ask the President to try to effect a
gettlement of the strike.

"Owing to the presence of the President
in the city, less wagons were in the
streets to-day making deliveries.. Many
of the policemen had been withdrawn
from the strike duty, buf their places
were taken by deputy sheriffs, of whom
2,000 have been sworn in. There was
comparatively - little interference with de-
Hiveries by strikers apd their “sympa-
thizers, though there, ere several smaller
disturbances. No one was killed, but
several persons were injured.

WORE THAN THENTY-

FIVE ARE DEAD

AS RESULT OF WRECK
OF PASSENGER TRAIN

One Hundred and Twenty-Five of the
Injired Received Treatment
in Hospital.

Harrisbug, Pa., May 11.—An express
train on the Pennsylvania railway ran
into a freight train in. which were two
cars loaded with dynamite at 1.10 this
morning in South Harrisburg, near the
plant of the Paxtang Light, Heat &
Power Co.

Three explosions that broke windows
all over the city followed, and the two
i trains were completely ‘wrecked and took
fire.

It was estimated at 3 o’clock that 50
| persons were killed and 100 injured, but
these figures may be too small. It is
impossible to obtain the exact number of
fatalities because the wreckage is still
ablaze and unapproachable, in which
many of the passengers and some mem-
bers of the train crews are pinned.

‘When the first explosions occurred,
bodies were throwr clear out of the
berths in the sleeping cars, many land-
ing down the railroad embankment, and
some even having beéen hurled into the
Susequehanna river, which parallels the
railroad. in that city. All of the city phy-
sicians procurable were summoned to
work with the injured.

A fire alarm sounded and the firemen
arrived to find themselves practically
helpless in the work of rescue.

A patrol wagon was commissioned as
an ambulance, and as many of .the in-
jured as possible were loaded into
it on: each trip, and taken to the Harris-
burg hospital, the capacity of which
soon became taxed because of the large
number brought in, A special train was
made ‘up and brought the injured and
dying to the Union station. Many of the
injured were taken into.private houses.

Immediately after . the wreck all the
passengers who could do so ran - from
the scenes of horror to safety from the
incessant small explosions. The agon-
izing eries of the unfortunates were
heartrending. The office of the Paxtang
Light, Heat & Power Company looked
like a hospital. At an early hour the
Harrisburg Traction Company ran out a
| number of cars from its south Harrisburg
i barns and used them to bring the injur-
ed to the hospital.

Harrisburg, Pa., May 11.—At least
five persons were killed and many others
injured in a collision on the Penasyl-
vania railroad, south of Harrisburg, this
morning, caused by the second section
of the Cleveland & Cincinnati express,
westbound, erashing - into a wrecked
freight train.

The dead who have been
are: Mrs.
South 28th street, Philadelphia; Harry
K. Thomas, of Philadelphia; engineer
of the passenger train; Jacobh F.'Silvert
man, of Bridgeton, N. J., is also-believed
to have been killed.

There are at least two bodies under
the wrecs.

Among the injured were Mr. and Mrs.
Tindell, the latter a daughter of United
States Senator Knox, who were on their
way to: Pittsburg from New York. They
were able to walk to Steelton, from
where Mr, Tindgll telephoned to the gov-
ernor,. who sent Private Secretary
Wharton to bring them to the executive
mansion, where they were given medical
attendance and clothing, Y

The Harrisburg hospital is crowded
wifh the most seriously injured. Others
of the injured are at the hotels and will
be‘'able to resume their journey daring
the day. The railroad company is doing
everything possible for the relief of the
injured. Many of them escaped from
the . wreck in their night clothes, and
lost all their clothing and other belong-
ings. 3 7

The passenger train of nine cars and
locomotive was wrecked.

The Death Roll.

Harrisburg, Pa., May 11—At 8 o’eleck
this" morning .it° was estimated that the
dead numbéred between 25 and 30. One
huondred and twenty-five received -treat-
ment ‘for injuries at the Harrisburg hos:
pital, most of whom remained at the in-
stitution. Ten of these-may: die.

Only three dead have been positively
identified, 'so completely: were the bodies
cremated. At 9.30 o’clock this morning
none of the tracks had been cleared, but
the wrecking crews, three in nuamber,
the two original ones on. the scene hav-
ing” been augmented by the Columbia
crew, began throwing the debris over the
bans’ into the Susquehanna river. At
this time the fire in the last two Pull-
man  cars was extinguished.: The con-
tents of these were 'so completely burned
that it was impossible to tell whether
there were -any bodies there or not. If
there ‘were, they were reduced to pow-
dered ashes. It was unofficially estimated
that the finaneial loss will amout to fully
$200,000. = This includes $15,000 for
cash, jewellery and other personal effects
of the passengers that were destroyved.

A Gruesome Sight.

Harrisburg, Pa., May 11.—The wreck
of the Cleveland & Cincipnati express,
west-bound, on the Pennsylvania rail-
road, which dashed into a wrecked east-
bound. freight. . train, exploding a car
filled: with 50,000 pounds .of blasting
powder, was one of the most horrible
disasters ever experienced by the rail-
road on its main line.. Several hours will
-elapse before the exact number of dead
and injured will be known. ‘Twelve of
the dead are at the morgue, and other
bodies are being brought to the dead
‘house as quickly as they are located.
There are about 70 injured in the Har-

His side was injured, and he has a
double dislocation of the ankle and a
fractured leg.

DRIARD CASE ENDED,

.T‘. A. Sayward’s Claim For Amount Due
For Lumber Was Allowed.

The action of J: A. Sayward to recover
the amount of $1,200 due for lumbér sup-
plied the Driard hotel at' the time the
improvements were made after the fire
was completed before Judge Harrison
Wednesday afternoon.

After the fire at the hotel it seems
that Mrs. Joan Dunsmuir, the proprie-
tress of the Driard, authorized the ex-
penditure of $18,000 on the improve-
ments.

Mr. Sayward, as one of those whose
claim was not settled, was not at all par-
ticular where the money came.from, but
he sought to haye it collected from some
gource, Through his solictor, R. T.
Elliott, he sought a mechanic’s lien on
the property.

The case has been threshed out inm
court for several days past, the plaintiff
being represented by Mr. Elliott, Mr.
