At a meeting of the Irish Catholic Union 

held on the evening of the 13th, the 
following resolutions were passed unani­
mously:—“Resolved, that we, members of 
the Irish Catholic Union, representing the 
various branches of that organization, 
deeply deplore the calamity which the 
foolhardiness of one individual, and the 
impulsive onslaught of others, precipitat­
ed—that wehold that the Orange Associa­
tion is no more amenable for the* proceed­
ings of that individual than the Irish 
Catholic Union should be held responsible 
for the acts of persons outside its ranks, 
or, if in their ranks acting in disregard of 
the solemn injunctions given by its officers 
and leaders, and in direct contravention 
of the discipline enjoined for the occasion. 
And, further, that the Irish Catholic 
Union repudiate all sanction or approval 

before or after—of such acts ; and regret 
with an earnestness not excelled by any 
class in the community, the proceedings 
by which a solemn compact for peace and 
forbearance would appear to have been 
violated.” ^

‘ ‘Resolved, That the Irish Catholic Union 
warns its members,

Orange Association issued the following 
proclamation this morning :—

“ To the Public of the Dominion;
“ Whereas, when we had intended this 

12th of July, 1877, to celebrate the day by 
a procession from1 our lodge rooms to 
church, there to return thanksgiving to 
God for the great deliverance He granted 
the nation on the day of Boyne in 1690, 
we have been met by threats of violence, 
and in consequence have asked the 
authorities of Montreal for protection both 
civil and military, which they have show­
ed themselves unwilling to accord, we had 
resolved to trust to ourselves and to God 
to carry into effect our intention, feeling 
that if the same liberty which other 
societies enjoy to walk 
through our streets when it suits them was 
refused us, a crime was committed against 
the undoubted rights and liberties of 
loyal British subjects, which necessitated 
vigorous resistance on their part.

“But Whereas, we have on the 10th day 
of July been approached in a different 
spirit,not with threats, but with the earnest 
request of honorable representative men 
of the various national and benevolent 
societies of Montreal, representing all 
creeds and nationalities here, that for 
motives of charity we should abstain from 
the said public procession this year, we 
have after due reconsideration by our 
brethem in their lodge assembled, resolv- 
eck to comply with the said request ; at 
the same time hoping that our example 
may induce others to likewise abstain 
from public displays calculated to wound 
the susceptibilities of Protestants, and to 
exercise towards us the charity which we 
now exercise towards them.

We venture also to express the hope 
that Catholics, as well as Protestants, will 
show their sympathy with our resolve by 
sternly discouraging any approach to 
rowdyism, of which they made be a wit­
ness to-day, and which they may prevent. ” 

At eleven o’clock there was an attend­
ance of Orangemen at Knox church. A 
few persons had also congregated in the 
front of the building, but a detachment of 
policemen under command of sub-chief 
Paradis and sergeants Richardson, Robin­
son, and Dekoummck being on duty at 
that point, all was quiet.

Rev. Chas. A. Doudiet, DeputjbGrand 
Chaplain Supreme Grand Lodge of British 
America, and Grand Lodge of the Province 
of Quebec, who officiated  ̂foore the regalia 
of the Order, and a number of the people 
in the body of the church carried Orange 
Lillies, several ladies being noticeable. The 
sermon having been preached, a collection 
was taken up in aid of the St. John Suffer­
ers. Shortly before one o’clock the service 
concluded, and the congregation moved 
out of the Church.

By this time a number of

had collected on the opposite side of the 
street, but the squad of police would 
allow no persons to loiter, sd every one 
walked towards Beaver Hall Hill. There 
was then no appearance of trouble. Aftèr 
Divine service had concluded, the Orange­
men and their friends separated, and 
apparently met with very little notice. 
A portion of them walked down Beaver 
Hall Hill, and among them were 

three ladies—
Mesdames Mitchell, March, and Freeman, 
one a young lady, carried a lily which was 
taken from her, and she was assaulted.

A young gentleman, an Orangeman, 
sprang to the assistance of his companion. 
At this juncture, the mob becoming vio­
lent, the ladies were hurriedly escorted 
to the shops at the upper end of Rade- 
gonde street, and there found refuge. The 
ladies were very much agitated, but 
received no ssrious injuries. A close 
watch was kept upon the building by the 
mob in order to get at the men who had 
protected the ladies, but the doors were 
closed and the crowd made no offensive 
demonstrations against the building. Al­
derman Kennedy, Messrs. M. P. Ryan, 
and F. B. McNamee were continually 
passing up and down the pavement, en­
deavouring to get the crowd to disperse, 
but ineffectually, as they gathered to­
gether in groups awaiting their opportu­
nity. About half-past one the crowd 
which had been restlessly moving about, 
was suddenly agitated by

to rescue a man whom the roughs had 
down, and were kicking to death near 
"Dunn’s store. Mr. Henshaw, who is a 
powerful young man, pulled back a rough, 
the principal assailant, whereupon several 
turned on him, and he was in a moment 
struggling in a crowd of probably over a 
hundred. He thought he would scarcely 
get out alive, but struck out as well as he 
could, and while he received numberless 
blows from the rowdies, he also left his 
mark on several of them. Fortunately, 
the attack on him enabled the unfortunate 
young man whom he had rushed in to 
rescue, to escape. Mr. Henshaw was 
forced up Dunn’s steps, but could not ob­
tain admittance, while a revolver shot 
was fired, passing near him and through 
a window close by. After struggling un­
til breathless, and almost overpowered, a 
French-Canadian interfered on his behalf 
and told the crowd that he was shdt. 
The crowd then fell back and Mr. Hen­
shaw was allowed to escape. When seen 
shortly after the affair, his eyes were 
swollen to an enormous size, aud his face 
black and blue, showing the cowardly na­
ture of the assault. It was only l>y keep­
ing his head down, and striking out with 
his fists in front 3f him, th at he escaped 
at all

Mitchell was in Gloucester, it should 
hardly be taken as an effort to injure 
the hon. gentleman, for as he is such a 
genial and desirable visitor and is, with­

On last Saturday morning a large meet­
ing of citizens was held at the Institute in 
St. John, the Mayor in the Chair, to hear 
the report of the Committee appointed to 
consider the advisability of establishing ж 
loan and credit association for raising 
money to rebuild the city. Mr. H. L. 
Sturdee acted as Secretaryf^v*’"

Mr. Domville being called for took the 
platform and said that money could be ob- I 
tained on certain restrictions, the requi­
sites being respectability and security. It 
had struck him as surprising that while 
money was obtained at a low rate of in­
terest in Ontario there was none coming 
to New Brunswick. That was either be­
cause we were unknown or had not put 
ourselves in a position to obtain loans. 
He proposed to combine a provincial and 
civic guarantee, so that money could be 
obtained at a low rate of interest and loan­
ed in St. John, lie was authorized to say that 
two million dollars.conld be obtained, pro­
vided such a company was got up as was 
described in the resolution passed the 
other day. If the City and Local Govern­
ment would not lend their aid let the\re- 
sponsibility rest on them. If their aid 
could be obtained the money could be 
loaned at 6 per cent., if not his mission 
was at an end. He proposed that a com­
mittee be appointed to have a charter pre­
pared for a New Brunswick Trust and 
Mortgage Company.

After some discussion it was moved by 
Mr. Boyd, seconded by Mr. Dom ville and 
carried unanimously—That a committee 
be appointed to look into this matter, to 
examine the charters of the trust and 
loan societies, and to take such immediate 
steps as seemed to be necessary to obtain 
money for the rebuilding of the city.

A large committee for this purpose was 
named by the Mayor.

Mr. Dom ville moved and Mr. Kerr 
seconded that this meeting is of opinion 
that the Local Government and City 
Corporation should lend their aid to the 
proposed Loan and Trust Company by 
way of guarantee to enable it to raise 
money at a low rate of interest for the 
rebuilding of the city. Agreed to.

At the annual meeting of Orangemen 
held last evening in the Orange Hall, 81 
St. James St., in this city, at which the 
seven lodges under tjie jurisdiction of the 
County Lodge, L. O. A. were represented, 
the following resolutions were unanimous­
ly adopted

First, Whereas the Orangemen of Mon­
treal, with the Christian forbearance so 
characteristic of the Orange Association 
and at the earnest entreaty of the repre­
sentatives of various, national and bene­
volent societies of this city determined to 
forego the celebration cf this day by a 
public procession :

And whereas the aforesaid representa­
tives pledged their word of honor that 
they would take such steps as would pre­
vent any insults being afforded to women 
or. children going to or returning from 
church, and also to restrain their co-re­
ligionists from making any demonstration 
of an insulting or riotous character ;

And whereas the aforesaid representa­
tives having failed to keep their word, so 
sacredly given, but. on the contrary, allow­
ed the streets of the city to be monopolized 
by a rabble of disloyal and disorderly 
ruffians, organized for the special purpose 
of insulting peaceable and loyal citizens, 
male and female, and, finally, committing 
the most dastardly and ‘cruel murder ever 
perpetrated in this city.

We, the Orangemen of Montreal, declare 
that we can no longer place the slightest 
reliance upon any profession of peace and 
good-will, that may at any future period 
be addressed to us, and that we shall take 
such measures as will effectually protect 
us from the assaults of such cowardly and 
bloodthirsty ruffians ; and henceforth we 
shall not only claim, but exercise the right 
to parade thd4streets of Montreal in the 
same manner as other societies ; and, 
further, no threats of violence from enemies, 
or entreaties of false friends shall ever 
influence our counsels in future.

The Mahometans of India and tho 
War.

Although many people have seemed 
to think that the connection of the 
Mahomed ans of India with the present 
war is only a very distant one, and these 
views have been expressed in the House 
of Commons, yet the importance of 
certain well known facts in that connec­
tion cannot be overlooked. The excite­
ment in Southern India has, indeed, 
somewhat abated, but the Mahomedans 
of Calcutta have recently called a meet­
ing to express their sympathy with 
Turkey, and their apparent calmness or. 
the subject proceeds rather from 
pect for the British Government, than 
from any want of interest. One of the 
foremost Mahomedan journals, the 
Urdu Guide which is strongly pro-Turk­
ish advises the Mahomedans not to take 
any course which may embarrass the 
British Government. There is little 
doubt that the British Government pan- 
not altogether ignore this condition of 
things, not only in regard to the pre­
sent, but in view of any attempt of 
Russia upon India in the future, which 
the author of the “ Ride to Khiva ” 
thinks so very probable. This appears 
likely to be brought about through the 
ambition of the Russian army, which 
seems bent on pushing conquest in this 
direction by picking quarrels with 
tribes it is already in contact with, the 
officers openly avowing that India is 
the object of their hopes. /'*This feeling 
springs from very natural causes,as con­
stant war can alone bring chances of 
honor and promotion, and these gentle­
men feeem to think the Czar rather 
slow.
