With
my process . the most delioate tints are
faithfully reproduced by strictly chemical
sorion and the blending of the shades is
almost perfect. .
“My process cannot be patented, for the
resson that much of it is already in comnjon
use. I intend, therefore, to keep the
process & secret.”

The, sugges-
tion was made that judges after tweutyor
twenty five years of service, when they bad
reached the sge of 70 or 75 years, might be
retired on full pay. He did nos think thet a
man who had served his country for twenty
or twenty-five years should be forced to
retire without some ocousiderstion. With
regerd to high oourt judges thera was
oonstitutional diffioulty., Iv was extremely
doabtful under the terms of the B. N. A,
Aot whetber these Judges could be interfered
with in soy way., It had been suggested
that provision might be made when high
vourt judges had attained a oartain age that
they might be allowed to retire on full pay
if they desired to do eo, but the act must
be purely voluntary on the part of the judge
bimeelf, /

Mr. Haggart ohallenged the eorrectness of
the opinion of Hon., Mr, Fitspatrick sha:
parliament ocould not interfere with high
oourt judges. He believed the jadges were
too well paid. 'The real trouble was there
were too many judges.
