No official statement was 
obtainable relative to rates for carry­
ing lumber during the coming season 
but it Is understood that shippers will 
find individual members .of the asso­
ciation quoting a rate of $2.60 per 
thousand feet from the head of the 
lakes to Lake Erie points.

This let­
ter with several others goes in a 
puncheon that we have rigged to make 
the trip across the Gulf, wjth instruc­
tions to the finder.
