Crigin of Dollar Sigﬁ»_
Traced To Phoenicians

London, June.—Whence came the

true dollar §) sign?

From a couple of garlanded pil-
The symbol, contrary to gen-
belief, is as old as commerce

itself,
With the world's spotlight focused

on the secesawing dollar and the
World Economic Conference, it was
inevitable that the past, present or

future of the dollar should become
subject of much exacting research.
The outcome is that the dollar
sign, commonly believed among
Americans to have originated either
through the figure eight used by
bookkeepers in early days in con-
nection with Spanish coins or
through comb! ion of the letters
U.S. finds its first cradle in the gar-

landed pillars of the Phoeniclans.
Representing strength and sover-
eignty, these pillars were looked

upon with veneration by the anci-
ents and graced their finest temples.

Tradition maintains that some
centuries later a Phoenician naviga-
tor sailed through the straits of
Gibraltar and claimed the present
site of Cadiz by placing two sym-
bolic pillars there. The pillars ap-
peared on all Phoenicilan coins,

therefore signifying Phoenician
ownership of that new land.

As Cadiz grew in importance the
pillars were adopted as the city’s
coat-of-arms, becoming remowned
to the classical world as the Pillars
of Hercules.

History marched on - Phoenicia
was almost forgotten, Greece's
grandeur decayed and the glory of
ancient Rome became but a
memory; then, in 1519, Charles V.
became emperor of the Holy Roman
empire. In order to perpetuate the
event the new emperor incopporated
the arms of the empire with those
of Spain and used the pillars of Cadiz
to support the device.

When the standard Imperial dol-
lar was minted at Seville it bore
the pillars entwined by a scroll.
Ancient Phoenicia — birthplace of
the first coin money--thus came back
into its own under the Holy Roman
empire,

As Spanish influence was predom-
inant throughout the 16th century in
the new world across the sea, the
principal medium of exchange na-
turally came to be the coin with
wreathed pillars, which gradually
were simplified . to facilitate the
minting process.' Eventually there
emerged the world famous dollar
($) sign.

remarkable man from French Canada
