Chester Martin Tells of Pros-
perity in Manitoba---Univer-
sity Plans New Buildings---
Looking East for Pfesident.

Chester Martin, professor of mod-
ern history in the University of Man-
itoba, who is visiting his father, H. C.
Martin, 128 St. James street, has been
selzed with the optimism of the west
and is numbered among the prophets
who find the English language inade-
quate to picture the future of Canada.
“The remarkable progress made by
the west in recent vears is something
more than a boom due to good times,”
he said to The Standard last evening.
“It is undoubtedly a sane and orderly
development, arising from the intelli-
gent and energetic utilization of na-
tional rescurces, No doubt the opera-
tion of real estate boomers may ac-
ceunt in a measure for the spirit of
optimism that prevails about Winni-
peg, but there is a settled conviction
in the minds of the people everywhere
that the development will continue and
at an accelerated rate,

“American farmers are pouring
through Winnipeg by the thousand,
and they arc generally regarded as
a shrewd and far-seeing people. That
invasion would not increase as it has,
if there w a‘; any doubt of the future
of the w
Isn’t it '1 fm‘! Mr.
ed, that the reason the Americans
are pouring. into the northwest is
that they have exhausteq their own
lands in the middle west? Are they
not, what Prof. Cummings calls them,
land-miners ?-

“Probably that is one of the rea-
sons of the migration. But the Ameri-
can farmer has learned a lesson from
his experience in his own land, and
is not likely to repeat it in his new
home., The Government of Manitoba
is alive to the danger of soll éxhaus-
tion and is taking measures to keep
the people on their homesteads,

Science of Agriculture.
“I don’t think the policy of work-
ing the soil to the point of exhaustion,
and then moving on will be practiced,
very largely in the Canadian west. The
farmer nowadays knows more about
the science of agriculture than
men who opened up the American
west; the farmers’
to the universities and agricultural
colleges and will not repeat the blund-
ers of the past.”
“In Manitoba intensive farming is
being encouraged, and the soil is ad-
apted to raising many kinds of pro-
ducts. Even the big bonaza farms are
going in for the cultivation of other
products beside grain. But as yet
garden produce is very dear in Winni-
peg.”
What sort of a place is Winnipeg
for the workingman?
“Well, there seems to be plenty of
employment even in the winter time,
and there is little or no destitution
that coms to the notice of the pub-
lic. But the status of the workingmen
is lower in Winnipeg than it is in a
city like St. John. That is due to the
fact that the bulk of labor is pe:
ed by foreigners—Italians, Ru
and other nationalities not accus
ed to a very high standard of living.

Winnipeg Growing Rapidly.
“Winnipeg, it is estimated, now has
a population of about 150,000 and is
growing rapidly. Even in the winter
there is a tremendous amount of
building going on. The city is well
laid out, and much attention is now
being given to the planting of trees
in the streets, The buildings are
mostly constructed of brick—with
steel frame works. 1 can’t say that
the city boasts many beautiful build-
ings.

“Like other Winnipeg has
troubles with its public utility com-
panies and there is a strong feeling
in favor of public ownership of all
public service compani The city
wants to encourage manufacturing in-
dustries which are springing up rapid-
ly, and imagines that if it controlled
its public utilitics it could stimulate
its industral development.

W. 8, Cartér, chief superintendent
of education, was in the city yester-
day and had a conference with Lieut.

Courses in physical training will be
conducted at St. John and Frederic-
ton beginning July 12th next. This
course consists of appm\mmtvly 30
lessons of onme hour each. At the
completion of the course a certificate
is granted by the militia department,
It is now necessary, in order to obtain
a license in this province, to have
this certificate and after the end of
the present school year all teachers
must possess it to obtain advance of
class, and at the end of four years
from the same date, -all schools must
provide physical training by qualified
instructors.

Text Book Required.

The text hook used is
Exercises for use in Public
ary Schools (1909).” 1t
tained from book sellers
book has been published by the board
of education, England, and embodies
the principles of Swedish drill. When-
ever a sufficlent number of teachers
apply, a course in this subject at dif-
ferent centres throughout the prov-
ince will be provided for during the
school terms, in order to enable the
teachers to qualify with the least in-
convenience, but teachers in remote
districts should avail themselves of
the summer schools to be provided at
St. John and Fredericton.

Course Lasts Six Weeks.

This course will last six weeks. It
consists of scouting, musketry, mili-
tary drill, tactics and other military
subjects which will qualify a teacher
as & cadet corps -instructor, or for
what is sometimes called a “military
A, Certificate.” Physical training as
now authorized for the schools will
form a part of this course.

A transport requisition will be for-
warded to those authorized to take
the course. This, when tendered to a
ticket agent, will procure a first class
railway ticket. The actual expenses
such as cab fare, meals, &c., incurred
in proceeding to and returning from
the military depot, Fredericton, will be
refunded by the Militia Department to
those who obtain a certificate,

Those attending this course will re-
ceilve two dollars per day and will
themselves arrange for their board and
lodging. Those who do not already
belong to a military unit will be re-
quired to wear uniforms as for corps
of school cadet instructors, but with-
out rank badges.

Authorized Uniform.

The uniform authorized for corps of
school cadet instructors is as follows:

Jacket—Reefer or double breasted
pattern of blue black cloth or serge, of
ordinary civilian sack-coat length, fas-
tened in front by two rows of four
buttons each of Canadian Militia pat-
tern. Shoulder straps, blue crash with
gilt metal rank badges.
