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New York, Feb. 27.—The British 
schooner Unity, from Perth Amboy* 
N. J., for Halifax, was abandoned pi 
soa on February 19, in'lat 43, ion 66. 
Captain Madden nan and his crew of 
live men were rescued by the British 
steamer Manchester Importer, from 
8t John, N. B.,’ for Manchester. They 
reached here late today on the Aus­
trian steamer Lucia, from the Medi­
terranean, to which they had been 
transferred at sea on February 23.

The Unity left Perth Amboy on 
January 22. After leaving Long is­
land Sound, she encountered 
cession of heavy gales and rough seas 
Her boat was swept overboard, and 
on February 16 the rudder was car­
ried away and she became unmanage­
able.

On February the 18th the Manches­
ter Importer overtook the cripple* 
Unity and rescued all hands. The 
ship-wrecked crew asked to be trans­
ferred to the first westbound steamer 
encountered. Four days later the 
Lucia was signalled and her lifeboat 
safely transferred them to the Lucia’s

The Unity was built In 1904 gnd 
registered 248 tons. She was owned 
by Alexander Weatherbte of Tatama- 
gouche, N. S., and she carried three 
hundred and fifty tons of coal. The 
rescued men are:

t ' Question of Dismissals
In answering some complaints from 

the opposition in regard to partisan­
ship In the appointments and dismiss­
al of civil servants, Hon. J. D. Hazen 
stated that while eventually no doubt 
minor officials would be appointed by 
competitive examination, today fri­
ends of whichever govertiment was in 
power were undoubtedly favored In 
appointments. An official of this kind 
who took active part In politics un­
doubtedly took his position in his 
hands when he did so.

When asked by Mr. Carveil whether 
or not he would issue Instructions to 
the officials df his department to keep 
out of politics, Mr. Hazen said that 
no such Instructions would be issued. 
He believed it would be unfair to is­
sue any such orders, as it would be 
casting suspicion on every employee 
in the service. But if his attention 
were called to any specific case ot In­
terference by a civil servant In his de­
partment, the matter would be dealt 
with in such a way as to prevent its 
recurrence.

At the evening sitting Mr. Hazen 
presented a statement giving the total 
number of dismissals In his depart­
ment up to the beginning of the pre­
sent session as compared with the 
number of dismissals in the same de­
partment under the Laurier govern­
ment. There were, he said, approxi­
mately seven thousand employes of 
th Marine and Fisheries Department 
at the present time- The total num­
ber of dismissals from October 1$, 
1911 up to the beginning of the pre­
sent* session had been 510 or seven 
per cent In 1896 there were 2,600 
employees and the number of dismis­
sals had been 420 or sixteen per cent.

In reply to Mr. Kyte, Mr. Hazen 
said that practically the whole of the 
dismissals of the Laurier government 
had taken place within the first three 
years after 1896.

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—A fifteen-year-old 
boy arrested yesterday in connection 
with the recent theft of a handbag 
containing $50,000 in cheques and 
money orders from the city post office, 
pleaded guilty today and was given his 
freedom until Thursday next when he 
will appear in juvenile court for sen­
tence.

Bridges on Valley Railway.

Hon. Mr. Flemming said that the 
house would remember that some dis­
cussion took place during the last ses­
sion in connection with the bridges on 
the St. John Valley Railway over the 
river St. John. The ccmpany had esti­
mated that the chet of a bridge at the 
Mistake would be approximately one 
million dollars, while Mr. Maxwell, who 
made the survey of the road for the 
government estimated it at one-half a 
million or perhaps a little more. It 
would be remembered that the federal 
government at the request of the pro­
vincial government had not only un- 
dertakep to take over and operate the 
road when built, but also to guarantee 
bonds for building bridges across the 
Kennebecc».sis and St. John rivers to 
the extent of a million dollars. The 
additional survey and estimates of the 
railway company made It appear that 
the cost would be about two million 
dollars and work that was expected to 
cost that much could net very well be 
constructed for one million and the 
government knowing of Mr. Maxwell’s 
report and the later evidence, showed 
that at that point not only was the 
water very deep, but there was a large 
amount of slit and soft matter below It 
which would make a very poor founda­
tion for piers. In using the diamond 
drill at the Mistake, It waa found that 
even at a depth of 200 feet there was 
no spot In any part of the river suffici- 
eatly solid to make a foundation. The 
government felt that before deciding 
on the matter, it was desirable to get 
some expert advice 
they called in the best engineer avail­
able, Mr. Montserrat, the chairman yt 
the firm of engineers who are construc­
ting the Qqebec bridge, who is also 
the chief engineer on the bridge.

The re­
port which he had received from that 
company said that conditions found at 
Dunham’s wharf crossing gave suffi­
cient information for them to state 
that R was practicable to build a 
bridge at that site and that the struc­
ture would be the cheapest and pre­
sent less difficulties than at either 
Oak Point or Gorham’s Bluff. They 
declared that they could build the sub­
structure for a bridge at that site for 
the sum of $1,395,000. These figures 
did not Include Ice breakers on all the 
small piers, which were placed 80 feet 
avert to a plan which was submitted.
To construct these Ice breakers would 
probably Increase the cost by approxi­
mately $90,000* The company said ^ 
there was a possibility of reductn_ 
entire qoft when further Information 
was acquired. If awarded the contract 
for construction on May 1st next they 
could complete all the substructure 
by Dqc. 1st, 1916, and could so ar­
range the construction of the piers 
that the steel work would be all erect­
ed by Dec. 31st, 1916.

Hon. Mr. Flemming pointed out the 
figures to the two estimates tallied 
very closely. The reports had been 
received only yesterday and of course 
the government had no time to consld* 
r them hut he had promised the Infor-

Crown Lands Reports
Hon. Mr. Flemming submitted the

53rd annual report of the Crown. Land 
Department, and in so doing said that 
it showed the receipts less than for 
the previous two years. The change in 
the system of accounting made up for 
practically the entire deficiency. The 
stum page collections were $34,000 less 
than the previous year, when thfly 
were again less than the year before. 
He did not regard this as an unmixed 
evil. If it was true, as It had been 
contended, that too much had been cut 
annually, from the crown lands, then 
it was well that the cut should be re­
duced. If the public domain was pro­
perly handled, It would be a great re­
venue producer for the province in 
perpetuity, but if not properly admin­
istered It would not only produce less 
revenue for the province, but would 
also produce less employment and the 
province would suffer a calamity.

Personally he believed there was 
still being cut more lumber than 
the annual growth, and In this con­
nection it might be of Interest to state 
that he was having prepared an esti­
mate of what the annual growth ac­
tually amounted to, and in twelve 
months’ time he expected to have 
this report, which would. be a fairly 
accurate statement when completed.

The report showed the net revenue 
of the department for the year 
amounted to $501,654, bat this did not 
Include the receipts from sales of 
land which now went Into the crown 
land sinking fund. He believed that 
the establlehmet of this fund was a 
sound principle. All monies received 

tiie sale of soil right land, to­
gether with the bonus received on 
timber licenses was being ,plit into 
this fund, and during the past year 
$16,000 received from sales of crown 
lands, which usually went Into the 
ordinary revenue and was dissipated 
during the year, had been place In 
this fund together with 1255,335 re­
ceived to bonus on timber licenses, 
making a total of over $271,000. This 
amount would have been larger, but 
owing to the financial stringency 
which existed during 1918, he had 
allowed some concession, to the lum­
ber men

Hon.Mr.Flemming presented the re­
port of special committee appointed 
to nominate standing committees.

Hon. Mr. Flemming introduced a 
bill relating to repairs and equipment 
of Jordan Memorial Sanitarium. In 
doing so, se said that work In connec­
tion with fitting up the sanitarium had 
been proceeding satisfactorily all win­
ter. The institution had been opened 
for the reception of patients since Ap­
ril last and the average number of 
patients in residence was about twen­
ty. At the date of the report, the end 
of January, there were twenty-two. 
While the institution had only been 
open for a few months, It had accom­
plished such good work that already 
several patients had been discharged 
practically cured, and they were nqw 
able to take part In regular work of 
dally life. The premises were splen­
didly equipped, and it was the desire 
of the government to have everything 
of the highest kind, so that people 
who went there to benefit from the 
treatment afforded, would be able to 
eo report as to encourage others who 
might be similarly afflicted to seek 
the cure themselves.

He was convinced, he said, that the 
Institution was with dut equal in Amer­
ica. The superintendent was one of 
the ablest authorities on the subject 
of tuberculosis to be found to this 
country, end no expense had been 
spared to provide him with the nec­
essary equipment for doing all the 
goodposslble.
