New York, April 10—Supreme Court 
Justice Goff tonight signed an order 
making it mandatory for District-At­
torney Whitman to show cause why 
the four gunmen now In Sing Sing 
awaiting death in the electric chair 
for the part they played in the murder 
of Herman Rosenthal, the gambler, 
should not be granted a new trial.

The order is returnable before Jus­
tice Goff, who presided at the trial of 
the gunmen, at noon tomorrow, and 
was obtained on the ground that new 
evidence bad been discovered.

This new evidence, in the form of 
affidavits, was presented to Justice 
Goff by Charles G. F. Wall le of coun-. 
8tl for the condemned men. The sign­
er of one affidavit swore that a man 
he could identify and who was not 
one of the gunmen was in the firing 
party whose shots killed Rosenthal. 
The oilier declared that he saw Sam 
Schepps, "Bridgie" Webber, and Har­
ry Vallon, the informers, and not the 
men convicted, in the car that raced 
away from the scene of the crime af­
ter the Tenderloin gambler had been 
shot to death in front of the Metro- 
pole Hotel.

The order was served District-At­
torney Whitman tonight and prepar­
ation of arguments to show why the 
gungien should not be granted a new- 
trial was immediately begun. A sharp 
legal battle is expected before Judge 
Goff when the order is returned.

Ottawa, April 10.—A. A. Cross, ex- 
fM. P. for Cape Breton North and Vlc- 
l torts, and one of the most prominent 
liberals in Nova Scotia, has severed 
tots connection with the Liberal party 
and thrown In his lot with the Con­
servatives.

'leaving for New York, Mr. Ross said 
his reason was simply his hearty ap­
proval of the whole transportation 
policy of the present government and 
his strong disapproval of the trans­
portation policy of the late govern­
ment.

St Johns, Nfld., April 10—Seal pelts 
thought to have come from the miss­
ing sealing steamer Southern Cross 
were sighted today spventy miles 
south of St. Mary’s Bay by the stea­
mer Kyte, which as been searching 
tiie coast for a week. This is the first 
definite clue to the fate of the vessel, 
which was last reported off the south­
ern coast on March 31.

The pelts are skins which have been 
roughly removed and to which con­
siderable fat usually adhered, causing 
them to float readily.

None 
of the sealing fleet Which came In last 
week from the St Lawrence grounds, 
where the Southern Cross had been 
seal hunting, lost any pelts off the 
southern coast In the vicinity of St.

Burwell, in his affidavit, says that 
on the night Rosenthal was shot, 
shortly before 2 a. m., he with two 
friends named Manning and Flynn 
left the poolroom in Times Square, 
over Dowling's cafe, and crossel the 
square leaving his friends near the 
subway entrance while he crossed- 
43rd street diagonally, passing the 
door of what was then the Cadillac 
Hotel, next to the Métropole, in front 
of which Rosenthal was shot.

“Just as I passed the door a man 
not five feet away from me raised his 
arm," his affidavit continued. “There 
wer© two reports and the man with 
the revolver fled across the street to­
ward the stage door of the Cohan 
Theatre. Right in front of that door a 
gray touring car was standing. Sev­
eral men were in it. As the man who 
had fired" the first two shots fled for 
the automobile there were two or 
three more reports and then the man 
who had come from the Hotel Metro- 
pole dropped to the sidewalk."

In the excitement that followed the 
shooting Byrwel! determined it was 
best not to get mixed up In the affair 
and left for Bridgeport on the first 
train he co-uld get. He has been in 
New York no more than was absolute­
ly necessary since that time he de­
clared. However, he made a memor­
andum a few days after Rosenthal 
was killed of everything he had seen 
and the memorandum book in which 
he entered his notes is now in the 
possession of a friend, Mrs. Annie

Albany. N. Y., April 10.—A memor­

El Paso, Texas, April 10—General 
Carranza said today he felt that his 
foreign policy had been justified in a 
call made on him by H. C. Myles, Brit­
ish consul at El Paso, to request that 
certain British owned mining property 
in rebel territory be protected. In this 
connection Pedro Fabala, constitution­
alist minister of foreign affairs, today 
issued this statement:

“The British consul spoke to me un­
officially regarding claims of British 
subjects. This is the result of our 
attitude assumed in the Benton case, 
at not answering representations 
made by the American government in 
the cases of foreigners who are not 
Americans.

"We consider the first magistrate 
lias obtained a diplomatic victory 
which is just and rounded on inter­
national law. The British consul w& 
given every consideration and today 
I shall take pleasure in answering his 
questions in accordance with the 
views of the first magistrate. England 
gives an example to the rest of the 
nations who have not recognized the 
rebels in that British representatives 
will address themselves unofficially to 
the first magistrate In matters regard­
ing British citizens. If all govern­
ments were to proceed in this manner 
It. would result in considerable atten­
tion to their claims and representa­
tions made in behalf of their citizens 
and! would avoid wrong interpreta­
tions about the stand that the first 
magistrate takes which ie based on 
justice and right,"
