ZEPPELIN RAIDS
ON THE EAST COAST

An interesting account of

action of people when

Airship arrives.

An interesting letter was received
in the city recently, containing an ac-
count of the Zeppelin raid on the east
coast of England, The person writing

bed, when the Zeppelin drew pear and
began to circle around in the sky over
the town, This was about ten min-
utes after eleven. Not long after the
airship came in sight, a bomb was
droppeq into the home of the writer,
falling into a bed where two small
children were sleeping. The bomb
exploded, killing the children, and set-
ting fire to the room. The fire did not
amount te much, but the children were
very badly burned, as well as being
poisoned by the fumes of the explo-
give, They were immediately rushed
to a hospital, but died shortly after.
The inmates of the house had to go
out into the garden for safety, This
was considereq the safest thing to do,
for when a bomb falls into the soft
earth, in nine cases out of ten, it
merely buries itself in the earth, and
does not explode. The police took
the bomb to their headquarters, and
would not let the family go into the
house till after four in the morning.
The whole town had a very narrow
escape from destruction by water, for
a bomb fell and exploded only a few
yards from the lock gates, and if the
gates had been destroyed, the whole
town would have been flooded, and
most of the people drowned, for most
of them were in bed at the time the
raid was made. In all nineteen bombs
were dropped on the one town.

It is the custom there when a Zep-
pelin appears to blow factory whistles,
when the people are supposed to go
for their safety into their gardens.
They are not allowed to return to the
houses again till the military authori-
ties give them permission.
