Ottawa, Ont. Jan. 37—Memorandum of agreement entered Into 
this thirteenth day of December, A. D., 1901. between toe A. C. Smith 
& Company of West St John, commission merchants, el the one part, 
and the New Brunswick Hay Company, Ltd., of Woodstock. In the 
County of Carleton, hereinafter referred to 43 “The Company," on the 
second part:

Wltnesseth first. Subject to the following conditions, the said A. 
C. Smith A Co. hereby agree to sell and deliver the said company, be­
tween this date and.the first day of April next, four thousand tons of 
first and second qualities of Carleton county bay In car

Second. The said company In consideration of the foregoing 
agreement hereby agree to pay the said A. C. Smith A Oo. the sum of 
$10.25 cents per ton if. o. b. points in Carleton couoty, subject to being 
weighed by the company at McAdam Junction provided', however, that 
if on such weighing {be whole amount does not tall more than
twenty tons then no reduction shall bo made -for riflffltges and any 
shortages above that amount will be borne by the said A. C. Smith A 

r Company. The (hay to be paid for on delivery.
The company also agree to pay whatever bonding chargee may be 

Imposed ypon the said. A. C. Smith A Company by the American cus­
toms authorities on Carleton county hay which they may ship through 
Houlton or other American points.

The said company. In consideration of this contract hereby agree 
that they will not pay any other person or persons whatsoever, a great­
er amount for bay, during the continuance of this contract, than the 
sum of $10.25, as aforesaid, f. o. b. nor will they allow Mathlae Meagh­
er, William A. Bstey, Coles W. Dugan, Harris Everett, George A| 
Davis, H. H. McCain, Bohan Bros., Charles E. Gallagher, nor Rupert 
Hutchison, being the only persons from whom they are buying hay In 
the County of Carleton to pay more than eight dollars to the farmers 
for loose hay in their barns, and in case any of the said parties shall, 
during the continuance of this contract, pay or otter to pay any farmer 
In the County of Carleton, a greater sum that eight dollars, then they 
agree, upon satisfactory proof of such paying or offering to pay, to re­
fuse to purchase or receive any hay from the said offending party or 
parties and also, that In case Bohan Brqs. shall pay or offer to pay to 
any farmer in the Counties of Carleton or Victoria, excepting that por­
tion of the Parish of Kent lying north of Bath Station and east of the 
River St. John, more than eight dollars for their lodse hay as aforesaid, 
then upon satisfactory proof of such payment or offering of payment, 
the company agree to pay the said A. C. Smith A Company for the re­
mainder of thqir contract then unfulfilled whatever amount the said 
Bohan Bros, shall have offered or paid above eight dollars In excess of 
•the ten dollars and twenty-five cents, and this clause shall apply to 
any other stockholder of the said company who shall pay or offer to 
pay as aforesaid in any portion of the/ County of Carleton or Victoria, 
more than eight dollars for.loose hay to be delivered to the said com-

‘1 want to say," said Mr. Burrell, “that I never used the term 'In 
God’s name do not bring this up,' that J never said it would be bad to 
the newspapers, because there is nothing that 1 have ever done in this 
parliament that I would be ashamed to put to every newspaper to the 
country. I never was more amazed in my life than when Mr. OarvsMi 
used the phrase that he did. To my mind *t Is the most deplorable Inci­

Mr. Burrell—"Ï do not know what hie own view of -these matters la, 

and I say nothing about his conduct or character or anything else in 
private (life and all I can say to that If that is hie interpretation of 
what can be done in public life nothing can stamp him so well as being
absolutely unfitted for pubMc life as that one thing."

It was a confidential conversation which M-f. Burrell had with 
Mr. Ôarvell, confidential because It was war office business, yet the 
latter betrayed the trust and. debased himself enough to give a false 
version to the house. “No other man In the house would do such a 
thing," said Mr. Burrell. Now the Minister of Agriculture has always 
been regarded as one of the mildest n^ent in the house, but today he 
was decidedly angry and it gave him a flow of language that developed 
Into real eloquence. He ground Mr. Carvell to pieces. The member for 
Ckrieton belongs to the “sand-bagging or bludgeoning type," as Mr. Bur­
rell put It, as opposed to Mr. Pugsley’s type which he described In scrip­
tural language, “The words of hls mouth were soft as butter, but war 

*Vas to hls heart."
So Mr. Carvell has to some extent been let alone lot hie bludgeon­

ing!, but when it came to false statements regarding an interview it was 
too much for -the Minister of Agriculture and he cut loose upon CarvelL 
Much as he hated the “Tu Quoqu*” argument he was compelled to re­
sort to It and he gave the house a little bit of excitement over an 
agreement prepared' by Mr. Carvell which soems certain to end Mr. Car- 
veil's political career. It showed him in a horrible light which every 
termer who has a ton of hay to sell will scarcely fall to appreciate. In 
1902 when Mr. Carvell was secretary of the New Brunswick Hay Co., It 
secured a South African war contract for hay from the war office 
through the Laurier government. F 
total of $187,000. The price paid to the farmers $8, leaving a spread 
of $9 per ton. The New Brunswick Hay Company made sub contracts 
and the agreement was, as will be seen by a perusal of one which ap­
pears In another column, that the sub contractors must not pay the 
termers more then $8. If the sub contractors paid, or offered to pay 
nx*e than $8 to the farmers the New Brunswick Hay Company would 
buy no more (bay from them and a punishment would be Inflicted by de­
ducting twenty-five cents per ton from the price of $10.26 which the 
company had agreed to pay the sub-contractors. Here was » hold-up of 
the farmers by Mr. Carvell and hls company. Tlhe terms of agreement 
meant a combine of the most contemptible kind against the farmers of 
Carleton and Victoria The fanners were not allowed to get the bene­
fit of the rising market. The subcontractors were compelled, to join In 
the combine or lose their contracts. It they were found guilty of pay­
ing or offering to pay the farmers a better price than Mr. Carvell stip­
ulated he would buy no more hay from them and twenty-five cents a 
ton would be deducted from the price he was to pay them. While the

It Is also agreed between the parties hereto and made a condition 
hereof: That in case the said A. C. Smith A Company, or any of their 
recognized agents or representatives in the Counties of Carleton or 
Victoria, shall be known to have paid, or offered to pay to any termer 
a greater sum than eight dollars for loose hay that tor the balance of 
The contract then unfulfilled, they shall deduct the sum of twenty-five 
cents per ton, excepting In the caoe where trades have been legally 
concluded, prior to the date hereof, and In the case of any of the other 
parties above mentioned who are buying hay for the said company

interference with neutral malls, the 
text of which has been made public by 
Washington. The tenatlve reply of 
Great Britain promises, “before long," 
to state the result of a consultation 
that Is going on between Great Bri­
tain and her Allies with respect to 
the policy to be pursued.

Denunciation of the exportation of 
anna and ammunition to the bellig­
erents in the world war has been voic­
ed in the United States senate by a 
dozen senators—Democrats and Re­
publicans. The debate which followed 
upon the presentation to the senate of 
a huge petition of the organization of 
American women for strict neutrality 
calling for the enactment of embargo 
legislation, seemed to presage that a 
vote may be forced upon the embargo 
resolution now pending before the 
Foreign Relations Committee.

Walter Rundman, president of the 
Board of Trade, in the British cabinet, 
has informed parliament that In order 
to relieve^ the pressure on shipping 
and make' room In vessels for addi­
tional imports of foodstuffs, fuel, muni­
tions and other essentials, restrictions 
against Importation of certain goods 
will be put Into effect by the govern­
ment

Considerable fighting has been tak­
ing place along the entire front. Ber­
lin asserts that between 500 and 600 
yards of French trenches werq storm­
ed by the Germans in the vicinity 
Neuville, and that French counter-at­
tacks were without result.

In this region, the French assert, the 
Germans were driven from mine-crat­
ers they had occupied and were re­
pulsed in trying to re-capture them, 
while the British report the progres­
sive occupation by their men of mine- 
craters and German listening poets 
in the Neuville region.

Paris announces also that German 
trenches in Belgium, and to the north 
of the Aisne, have been badly hammer­
ed by the French guns, and that the 
Germans suffered serious losses In a 
fight for a mine-crater in the Argonne 
Forest.

While considérable fighting has 
been going on along the Rusian front 
at various places, from the region of 
Riga down Into East Galicia, no im­
portant results have been attained toy 
either side. The same Is true as to the 
Austro-Itallan front, the Caucasus re­
gion and the Balkans.

The British report that the Turks 
have evacuated their trenches on the 
land side of the Kut-El-Amara defen­
ses to about a mile from the entrench­
ments occupied by the besieged Bri­
tish forces. The report saye there is 
no change In the situation of the Bri­
tish force marching up the Tigris river 
to the relief of Kut-El-Amara.

Dvinsk regions, where they dropped 
bombs. Southwest of Lake Narotche 
our scouting parties encountered the 
enemy successfully. They made a 
surprise bayonet attack on a German 
detachment and put it to flight, inflict­
ing heavy losses and taking prisoners.

“Southeast of Kotki our scouts got 
through the enetily entanglements and 
destroyed it with grenades.

“In Galicia, ôn the Middle Stripa, 
the enemy continued his artillery fire. 
On the Dniester, in the region of Us« 
cieczko, near the bridgehead, we at­
tacked the enemy with grénades. 
North of the Boyana river the enemy, 
after exploding three mines in front 
of our Unes, made several attempts 
to attack, but were repulsed by our 
fire.

French Statement
Paris, Jap. 27, via London—The fol­

lowing statement was given out at 
the War Office this afternoon:

“During the course of the day there 
was considerable activity by- our ar­
tillery on the whole front. In Bel­
gium a destructive tire, directed 
against the German trenches situated 
in front of Boesinghe and between 
Steenstraete and Petsas, caused ser­
ious damage to our adversary.

“In Artois, to the east of Neuville- 
St. Vaast, the enemy attempted by a 
counter-attack to re-take the craters 
from which we drove him in the 
course of the night, but was complete­
ly repulsed. To the north of the 
Aisne our trench guns shattered the 
organizations at La VIHe-Bote.

“In the Argonne mine-fighting con­
tinued to our advantage; between 
Hill 285 and Haute Chevauchee, we 
exploded two mines. The enemy suf­
fered serious losses in the struggle 
which followed for the capture of the 
crater, one of fhf rims of which we 
hold.

“One of our long-range guns took 
under Its fire an enemy convoy which 
had entered Manglenes, to the north­
west of Etaln."

Fredericton, Jan. 27.—The provincial

The members of the legislature who 
are here for the meeting of the gov­
ernment include Mr. Woods of Queens, 
Mr. Carter of Victoria and Mr. Dick­
son of Kings.
