THE FOLLOWING IS A BRIEF
STATEMENT OF THE PROPOSED

The Harbor, rights, powers, titles
and interests upon the transfer of the
same by the City are to be vested in
and exercisable by The Saint John
Harbor Commissioners, a Corporation
to comsist of 3 Commissionere to be
appointed by the Governor-in-Council
for the management and improvement
of the said Harbor, which Corporation
shall have jurisdiction over the said
Harbor, and shall have the administra-
tion and control of the Harbor; also
that the Elevator, the property of His

they shall pay in consideration thereof
to the Minister of ¥inance of Canada
interest at the rate of 314 per cent.
per annum upon the amount of con.
struction thereof.

The consgideration for the transfer
of the Harbor property and privilege
i to be §2,000,000.00 payable as fol-
lows:

$1,342,717.56, which represents the
present bonded indebtedness of the
City in connection with Harbor de-
velopment to be assumed and taken
over by the Commissioners who sghall
pay the interest om the said bonds and
the value of the same as they mature,
and for the balance, $657,282.45, the
Commissioners shall issue to the City
its Debentures payable at the end of
20 years from the day of issue and
bearing interest at the rate of 5 per
cent, per annum payable half yearly;
if such debentures or interest are not
paid by the Commissioners when due,
they shall be pald by His Majesty.

The receipts from Harbor Revenues
for the 9 years from 1912 to 1920
amounted to $1,216,03241; and the
expenditures for the said 9 years
amounted to $1,250,850.64, showing a
deficit of $34,818.13 for those years.

AND FEATHERS
FOR MINISTER

Southern “‘Gentlemen” Whip
Him for Preaching Race

Equality.

THREAT TO LYNCH
HIM MADE BY GANG

Ordered to Leave City Within
Forty-Eight Hours or He
Would be Killed.

Miaml, Fla., July ‘~—Eight masked
waylaid Rev. Philip 8. Irwin,
white, archdeacon of the English
Eptscopal Church, and head of the
work of that church among south
Florida negroes, at the close of his
evening service here last night, car-
ried him into the woods and whipped
him and then applied a coat of tar
and feathers to his body. He was
then placed in a sack and taken inan
automobile to a epot near the business
centre of the eity and dumped out on
the street.

Archdeacon Irwin, who is a British
subjest, declared after he had been
taken to police headquarters that the
men who esized him “told me I had
been preaching Bsocial equality to the
negroes and had advocated inter
marriage of the races, and that, as
this was the south, this doctrine was
not tolerated and any person mho

hed it i8 thr d with death,”

Ordered To Leave City.

“They told me,” he added, “that um
less I left Miami within 48 hours
they would lynch me, They tied me
to either a tree or a log after strip-
ping me and applded a strap to my
naked body about forty times. The
men then poured tar over me and ap-
plied feathers to the tar.”

Irwin told the police he was driving
into his yard when two automobiles
drove up in front of his home and one
of the occupants asked him to lend
them a wrench. When he carried the
wrench to one of the machines he
sald four masked men stepped ont of
each car, selzesd him and affixed a
pair of handcuffs to his wrists, A
mask ‘was placed over his face, and
the two cars drove to the woods,
where the whipping was administered,
followed by the tar and feathers ap-
plication,
