San Framcisco, Sept. 28.—Roscoe
({atty) Arbuckle, famed movie come-
dian, must face trial for mansianghter
but npt for murder. Police Judge Syl
vian Lasarus eo ruled in the Poiice
Court here late today at the conclu-
sion of Arbuckle's preliminary exwum-
ipation. The court's order was that
Arbuckle would held for trial for .aan-
slaughter, and that the murder charge
against him should be dismissed. The
decision came after attorneys had ar-
gued for an hour regarding the vari
ous phases of the case.

Arbuckle was plainly pleiwsed and
".the court room of spectators seemed

to be too. The Court's decislon open-

ed the way for Arbuckle to secur3 his
freedom on bail as it swept aside the
charge of murder. The Califoraian
law provides a pennlq_ of indetermin-
ate sentence from one to ien years
in the State Prison for manslaaghter.

“I can see mothing in the avideace
presented here which would warrant
holding this defendant om tha charge
of murder,” Judge Laza ns commented
1n announcing his decisiom,

Arbuckle’s attormeys immediately
asked the release of their clieut on
bail. Judge Lazarus set the bail at
$10,000 bonds, or $5,000 in cash, and
the lawyers left the court room im-
mediately to arrange the pos'mg of
cash amd to order "Fatty's” $34000
car brought to the Hall -of Justice, It
was expected he would be om his
way to Los Angeles as soon as the
court adjourned.

Many trunks fall of papers pertain-
ing to the conspiracy have been seized
by police, though it is believed the
“grand coumcil” has been warned and
has burned the mrost compromising
documents. Most of the evidence was
discovered in Munich and the plot will
be sifted there. It is hoped that Count
id’s government will spare
no effort to bring the comapirators to
justice, some of whom are said to be
friends of Herr Von Kahr snd Herr
Poehner.

It had
been understood, from semi-official
sources, that the reply in the form in
wirich George had submitted it
to his colleagues in the Cabinet would
be delivéred today. Now it is Deleyed
that the note will undergo some alter-
ation before being sent.

In announcing the postponement the
Press Associastion gives an offictal ver-
sion of the incident, which is that “No
hitoh has occurred, dut Lloyd George
decided to wait another twenty-four
hours in order to give an opportunity
to alll Ministers to make known thair
feelings in regard to the document.”

It is beliaved
by several of powers, to be staking
out political holds in advantageous
quarters which have blocked or en-
dangered the free commercial compet-
ition of other powers. Its bearing on
this situation has made the Anglo-
Japanese salliance strorgly objection-
able to different powers, including
some of British Dominions. The A}
liance, it is held, has its psychologic-
al effect in strengtheming the purposes
of Japan. In other words, she pursues
methods in her expansion that she
would less likely attempt were it not
for her tie with England.

Where Menace Rests.

The memace in such a situation
vests in the possibility, even prababil-
ity, of continued disregard by Japan
of the open door agreements made
with the United States and other pow-
ers, Sooner or later ‘such disregard
would inevitably lead to trouble. It is
held likely, therefore, that the con-
ference will not only be advised to
wipe the slate clean of AngloJapan-
ese alliance, but, possibly, to furnish
a substitute, or general reaffirmation
of the open door agreements previous-
ly emtered into. The people should
realize that the extent of surcease
from armament burden will depemd
entirely upon the nature and scope of
settlements the government finds it
possible to effect in regard to far
Bastern problems of friction.
