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Set Cargo Afire--Three Regi-
ments in the Streets, Each

Strike Cartridges-- Quiet is
Restored for Present.

Montreal, April 28—(Special)—The long-
shoremen’s strike developed into disorder
and riot at the harbor front this after-
noon with the result that the militia was
called out by Mayor Cochrane. During the
disturbances the strikers set fire to the
cargo of one of the steamers and a striker
was shot by a stevedore. In neither case
the consequences were serious.

The disorder started seriously when 8
mob of 600 angry strikers overpowered
the smadl fonce of police who endeavored,
on the docks, to guard non-union men at
work discharging the five ocean steamers,
and rushed up the gangways to the decks
where they frightened off the laborers and
sailors handling the cargo.

The shooting occurred on Berri sireet,
where a erowd of strikers pursued William
Quinn, a stevedore.

Joseph Lawoie, one of the crowd, jump-
ed on Quinn, who drew his revolver and
fired twice, one shot lodging in his assail-
ant’s leg. The mob chased Quinn, who
escaped. Later he was arrested. Tonight
order is restored. but the vessels are not
working.

The men employed on the Salacia and
Alexandrien lying at the foot of Berri
street worked wuntil 2.30 this afternoon
when they were driven. from the vessel at
3 o'dlock.

Six hundred angry strikers and sym-
pathizers made a demonstration ab the
Hochelaga wharf, where the Carrigan
Head was discharging. The mob charged
and rushed by a handful of police, made
| up the gangways to the decks of the ves-
sel and frightened off the men who were
working,.” ¢

The Mictoria Rifles, 65th Regiment and
Dulggfof York Hussars, 600 strong, are sta-
igfBd on the wharves. They will do duty
i night, and protect the men who will
be put to work by the stevedores. Each
 man is provided with 50 rounds of am-
munition and strike cartridges. The troops
are accompanied by an ambulance corps.

Before the troops were sent to the
wharves, strikers set fire to the cargo of
the Leyland liner Alexandrian lying near
.the Canadian Pacific elevators which were
in danger until the crew of ihe vessel
extinguished the blaze. A striker named
John Donaldson was arrested for setting
the fire. Bix more strikers were arrested
during the disturbances.

Three men weré thrown into the har-
bor during the fights. They nvere all res-
cued. G. Billodeau, a mon-union fireman,
was badly beaten and thrown off a wharf.
He was rescued.

the Mpongwe. In 1855 he came to, Amer-
ica, which he made his home. His ac-
counts of 'the gorillas and Obongo dwarts
were contradicted by BGray and Barth, but
later explorations have confirmed them.
In 1861 he published his Explorations and
Adventures in Bquatorial Africa. Tn 1863
he started on a second exploration; he
visited . the Nigunye Falls and Ashango
fand, and returned in 1865.]
