REJECTED SUITOR
THREATENED T0
MURDER GAL

Such is the Charge Fredericton Young
Woman Makes Against
George Riggs

Attorney Greneral Pugsley Orders
Another Inquest to Be Held on
Woman Found Drowned Near

Kingsclear--Other News of the’

Capital.

Fredericton, June 15— (Special)—George
Riggs was arrested about 6 o’clock this
evening by Officer Rideout on a charge of
threatening to murder a young lady named
Bessie P. Clark, a stenographer at Scott’s
mills.

It is asserted that Riggs, who claims to
be a veterinary surgeon, arrived here a
couple of years ago and made himself dis-
agreeable to Miss Clark by forcing his at-
tentions upon her. Riggs then moved
away and it is stated was arrested in St.
John in December, 1903, and sentenced to
Dorchester for two years for an attempt
to shoot.

He wae released on ticket of leave and
returned to this city a couple of weeks
ago. Since that time it is said he has

| again forced his presence om Miss Clark

and written several threatening letters to
her. It is stated he eaid if he did not
marry her no one-else would for he would
shoot her.

Riggs is said to have stated as much to
Officer Rideout. Miss Clark, who is a
very respedtable young lady, says she put
up with considerable¢ annoyance from Riggs
before reporting the matter to the police.

Another Inquest Ordered on
Woman Found in River.

The identity of the woman found in the
water at the boom at Councillor Cliff’s
shore at Kingarth, about fourteen miles
above here, remains unestablished. Coroner
McNally has received a telegram from the
attorney-general, instructing him to go to
Kingarth and hold an inquest, and if neces-
sary to have the body disinterred.

Besides the marks of identity given yes-
terday, the woman had the second finger
on her right hand off at the first joint. She
had no jewelry, except a watch and chain
with three small keys attached. She had
no mouney or valuables of any kind. Al-
most brand mew- boots and rubbers were
worn by the woman. The body was not
decomposed, and Dr, Wilby, who was
called, stated that besides there being no
outward signs of violence, that the body
had not been in the water for more than
twenty days at the outside.

WASHINGTON SELECTED
FOR PEACE CONFERENCE

\Waszhington, June 15.—America’s na-

tional capital has been selected as the seat
of megotiations between the plenipoten-
tiavies of Russia and Japan for a treaty
of peace. The choice of Washington as
the location of the peace conference marks
another forward step in the negotiations
toward ultimate peace in the kar last
instituted by President Roosevelt.

O4icial announcement of the selection of
Washington was made by Secretary l.oeb
at the White House at 1.23 p. m. today.
It was in type-written form and read as
follows:

“\When the two governments were un-
able to agree upon either Chefoo or Paris, |
the president suggested The Hague, but
both governments have now requested that
Washington be chcsen as the piace of
meeting and the president has accordingly
formally notified both governments that
Washington will be so selected.”

‘Lhis statement was supplemented short-
ly afterward by a semi-official announce-
ment that “after meeting and organizing
the plenipotentiaries of - the two govern-
ments, if it should be found to be un-
comfortably hot in Washington, may ad-
journ the meeting to some summer Te-
sort in the north and there continue their
sittings until such time as the weather in
Washington shall be more comfortable.”

Japan Wa:nted Chefoo.

Now that some of the details of the
negotiations which have been pending for
more than two weeks are known, the se-
lection of Washington is regarded as the
only logical solution -of the prob-
lem presented to the belligerent
governments. After the acceptance by
Russia and Japan of President Roosevelt’s
proposition that they consent to consider
the question of peace, Russia indicated
>aris as the most desirable place for the
meeting to negotiate a treaty and Japan
indicated Chefoo. :

"There the subject rested for 48 hours.
Finally Japan declined to consider Paris
for obvious reasons; and Russia objected
to the holding of the conference in any
Oriental city. Washington then Was sug-
gested as a place at which the belligerents
could meet on neutral ground, undisturb-
ed by either political or personal influ-
ences.

As a means of facilitating the negotia-
tions, the president suggested that the
conference be held at The Hague, the seat
of the international arbitration tribunal
and the location of the first general arbi-
tration conference called at the instance
of Emperor Nicholas of Russia. He indi-
cated that for both practical and senti-
mental reasons The Hague would be a
wost desirable place of .meeting for the
plenipotentiaries.

Funther consideration of the subject de-
veloped the practically unalterable objec-
tion of Japan to any Kuropean capital,
as a seat for the conference. She object- |
ed particularly to The Hague, believing
that it was too far within the sphere of
Russian influence; and for a similar rea- |
son she declined favorably to consider |
Geneva.

Until today, however, Japan’s irrecon-
cilable opposition to the selection of any
Kuropean capital was not known definite-
ly. At a conference with Kogoro laka-
hira, the Japanese minister, had with Pres-
ident Roosevelt today, he conveyed to the
president the Japanese government’s final
refusal to consent to the holding of the
conference in Kurope.

The conference was Tnot pre-arranged,
but the significance of the advices which
Minister ‘l'akahira bore from his govern-
ment induced the president to deny him-
self to all callers, until the conclusion of
the conference. As he left the White
House, the Japanese minister declined to
discuss the situation in any way except to
indicate that the negotiations were _pro-
ceeding, favorably. e added that nego-
tintions of this character constituted ‘'a
loug journey.”

Prior to the formal assembling of the
conference, it is probable, if precedent be
followed, that a peace protocol will be
negotiated. The making of the protocol
will take place before the declaration of
a formal armistice. It has not been learned
yet who will be authorized by the Rus-
sian and Japanese governments to arrange
and sign the protocol. The negotiations
regarding it probably will be conducted in
Washington and it is regarded as likely
{hat the respective diplomatic representa-
tives of the belligerents will sign the docu-
ment on behalf of their governments.

It will be necessary, in accordance with
customary diplomatic procedure, for the
Russian and Japanese governments to con-
fer special authority upon those to whom
is to be entrusted the duty of making the
protocol.

American government,

It is not expected that the selection of
Washington will interfere materially with
the summer plans of the president. While
no definite arrangements yeot have been
made, it is regarded as quite likely that
he will come to Washington from Oyster
Bay to receive the plenipotentiaries when
they assemble, after which he will prob-
ably return to Oyster Bay. Officially this
government will have little to do with the
negotiations between the representatives
of the two powers.

It is well understood that the Japanese
government will not make known prior to
the assembling of the plenipotentiaries the

clude peace. The Japanese emperor in
known to desire that, when peace is eon-
cluded, it shall be coupled with reasonable
assurances of its permanency. Among well-
informed diplomatists, it is deemed prob-
able that Japan’s terms, once they are

'stated, will be regarded by the world as

reasonable and likely to be acceptable to
Russia.

The refusal of Japan to agree to the
holding of the conference in Europe was
communicated by President Rooeevelt to

thg Russian ambassador and likewise cabli#

ed to St. Petersburg. While the president
did not aet in the capacity of arbiter be-
tween Russia and Japan, he was in a po-
sition, af.es the conference with Minis-
ter Takahira, and his communication to
Ambassador Cassini to formally announce
the selection of Washington as the seat
of the conference.

Shortly before 3 o’clock this afternoon
Ambassador Cassini called at the White
House by appointment, and was regeived
by the president in the Blue room. The

pature of his interview with Minister
Takahira and conveyed to him the person-
al assurance that the American govern-
ment would do all in its power, which it
properly might do, to afford the plenipo-
tentiaries of the two governments com-
fortable and convenient facilities for the
transaction of their supremely important

duties. Other details of theé conference

which lasted half an hour, were withheld.
Neither the president nor Ambassador
Cassini, after the interview, cared to dis-
cuss for publication the nature of their
conference.

Conference Not Till Middle of
August.

In view of the selection of the seat of
the conference, it is expected that within
a few days at most, Russia and Japan
will announce formally the names of their
respective plenipotentiaries. It is deemed
likely also that coincidentally with the an-
nouncement of the plenipotentiaries am
agreement will be reached as to the time
of holding the conference. While the dabe
is not so important a detail as the place,
it is of particular concern, especially at
this season, not only to those who are ac-
tively to participate in it, but also to dip-
lomatists generally, who are accredited to
this capital. ]

A midsummer conference anywhere, so
prolonged as a peace conferénce is likely
to 'be, is not regarded with entirely plea-
sant anticipations. It is indicated, how-
ever, that the proposed conference i

scarcely likely to be convened before the

middle of August, and perhaps, not until
a later date. It may be July first, pos-
sibly a little later, before the arrange-
