A gond many farmers do not un-
derstand the proper mode of killing
and preparing poultry for market,
throngh which a big loss is sustained.
To ensure the faurmer full market
price for his stock the Montreal
Gazette gives the following rules: *‘In
the first place birds should not
be killed with fall ecrops. They
should not be fed for at least 12 hours
before killing, which should be
done by scvering the arteries which
centre at the root of the mouth just
baek of the tongne.  The bird should
be picked dry, sealding invariably
ruining its appearance.  As goon as
picked they should. be hung up to
cool, but ®hould not be allowed to
freeze. ~ When the animal heat has
entirely left the body they should be
packed in nice clean cases holding
from 100 to 200 pounds. These
cases should be filled as full as possi-
ble to avoid shifting. Only one des-
cription of stock sliould be put in a
package as mixtures are hard to move,
and, finally, the gross, tare and met
weights, with the number of birds
should be plainly marked on each
package.”

On_ Saturday afternoon - Fishery
Overscer Hicks, acting ex officio as
Justice of the peace, held his first
court at the Town Hall here.
