The first year of employment
is largely devoted to training in
administrative procedure and to
gaining experience in a variety of
work. Those who show promise
of g"reatly increased usefulness
will receive $2700 at the end of
a year, and thereafter yearly in-
creases of about $120 until $3180
is reached. More rapid advance-
ment to higher grades is also
possible.

To apply, pérsons must be uni-
versity graduates or in their
final year of study. The Com-
mission is seeking the better than
average students and those who
fall short of that standard may
not be admitted to the written ex-
amination,
