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have historio parties whioh carry their nams from
goneration to generstion, though exnch may from time to time
recruit some of its adberents from the ranks of the other,

In the Znglish longuage 1 doubt if two words gan
be found which more sppropriately describe the essence of
the two principles than the words Libersl and Comservative,
The Libersz]l outlock, the Liberal faith, the Libersl trust,
is ossentinlly one which finds its Justification in the
application of the primciple of the future with reference
to conorete problems e they arise. The Oenservative out-
look, faith and trust finds ite inspirstion in a belief in
the past, and the justification of its attitude in its
sppenl to the principle of the past.

1 have allready saild thet to neither principle
belongs 211 the truth or all the right, «nd I buve ulse
seid that in muny notures, and many times, the blending
of the two pringiples may be so complete as to render all
mt imperceptible the degree to which the ome or the other
is being predomimently spplied. This is the extreme where,
tibrough lack of emphasis, the differemce between the
application of the two principles is minimised to the point
virtually of its elimimasion. There is =n opposite extreme
wileh exaggerstes the difference between the two principles
to a point of dissimilarity so great 2s to render them as

the poles assunder. On the one side, there may b the
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
